
As announced in another story in this issue of the Dickey County Leader, a lefse-making demonstration is planned for Saturday, December 18th, from 9:00 a.m. until 12:00 noon.  Sounds like a wonderful skill to master!  Marlene Rasmussen will be leading the demonstration and will be selling her delicious lefse to help support the library. One of our new young adult Libri books is Airborn by Kenneth Oppel.  It is an incredible swashbuckling adventure in which the author imagines an alternate past where zeppelins crowd the skies over the Atlanticus and the Pacificus, and luxury liners travel the air rather than the sea.  Matt Cruse is a cabin boy on the Aurora, a huge airship that sails hundreds of feet above the ocean, ferrying wealthy passengers from city to city.  One night he meets a dying balloonist who speaks of beautiful creatures drifting through the skies.  It is only after Matt meets the balloonist’s granddaughter that he realizes that the man’s ravings may, in fact, have been true, and that the creatures are completely real and utterly mysterious.  And Matt, whether facing down pirates or the carnivorous cloud creature, keeps his cool.  Reviewers say this book is a must for young adult collections.

The Reversal by Michael Connelly features both of the author’s heroes, Harry Bosch and Mickey Haller.  Haller is recruited to prosecute the high-profile retrial of a brutal child murderer.  After 24 years in prison, convicted killer Jason Jessup has been exonerated by new DNA evidence.  Haller is convinced Jessup is guilty, and he takes the case on the condition that he gets to choose his investigator, Detective Harry Bosch.  Connelly just can’t write a bad book, and I encourage mystery lovers to read this one.  The ending leaves room for a sequel and I, for one, can’t wait. 

Cindy Woodsmall has written another winner in Bridge of Peace.  Lena Kauffman is a young Amish schoolteacher who has dealt all her life with stares and whispers about a noticeable birthmark on her cheek.  Tensions mount as she is challenged to work with a rebellious young man and deal with several crises at the schoolhouse.  Her lack of submission and use of ideas that don‘t line up with the old ways strengthen the schoolboard’s case as they begin to believe that Lena is behind all the trouble.  

For those unhappy with the present administration, try The War On Success by Tommy Newberry, a book donated by Doug Hvistendahl.  According to this bestselling author, the president and his cabinet have launched a fundamental assault on the very concept of success.  Newberry cites restrictions on entrepreneurs and small business owners.  Brash, direct, and unafraid, The War On Success tells you what’s at stake, nothing less than the survival of the American Dream.
