	Joan Bauer’s young adult novel Stand Tall features Tree, twelve years old and too tall, six feet, three and a half inches and growing. He's never really been able to fit in at school or on the basketball team, and since his parents' divorce he isn't even comfortable in his own home. Tree copes by helping people like his grandpa, a Vietnam vet who's just had part of a leg amputated, and Sophie, a new girl at school who is being teased by the popular kids. In helping his grandpa learn to walk again, and in listening to Sophie's advice that he be himself, Tree begins to heal, to stand tall. But when a flood threatens his town and his home, Tree's newfound confidence is put to the test.
	A new arrival at the library is Designated Fat Girl: A Memoir by Jennifer Joyner.  Jennifer was slowly killing herself with food. She didn’t know what to fear more: dying, or knowing that she was causing her own death. She was powerless to stop. She weighed 336 pounds. She had uncontrolled diabetes and high blood pressure. She’d lost jobs and friendships, and her marriage was hanging by a thread. She disgusted herself and had never felt so desperate or alone. Her book tells the story--a painfully honest account of Joyner’s experiences as an obese woman—of always having to buy new clothes that fit, pretending to order for two people at drive-through fast-food joints, the constant cycle of binge and regret, not fitting into her wedding dress, the cruel comments. It’s a story about her decision to have gastric bypass surgery and the resulting complications. In the end, it is also a story of recovery and survival.  
	The Spiderwick Chronicles by Holly Black and Tony DiTerlizzi combines all five titles in the acclaimed series: The Field Guide; The Seeing Stone; Lucinda's Secret; The Ironwood Tree; and The Wrath of Mulgarath. Publisher’s Weekly praised the series' "appealing characters, well-measured suspense and... inviting package" noting that readers "may well find themselves glancing over their shoulders as they eagerly follow the events."  Although it is geared towards children between the ages of 7 and 11, The Spiderwick Chronicles is still magical, captivating, and fantastical.  It all started with a mysterious letter left at a tiny bookstore.  The letter ended with, "We just want people to know about this. The stuff that has happened to us could happen to anyone." Readers can join the remarkable adventure that awaits them as they follow Jared, Simon, and Mallory Grace and a strange old book into a world filled with elves, goblins, dwarves, trolls, and a fantastical menagerie of other creatures. The oddest part is in entering that world, they don’t leave this one!
