Some of the titles are:  Cryobiology, Exploratopia, Exploring Mars, Galileo’s Leaning Tower Experiment, Giant Sea Reptiles of the Dinosaur Age, Go Figure, The Great Graph Contest, Mysteries of the Mummy Kids, Robotics, Satellites, Science Warriors, Spy Technology, The Tarantula Scientist, Tracking Trash, and Where in the Wild.

Dinosaurs by Thomas R. Holtz has as its subtitle:  The Most Complete, Up-to-Date Encyclopedia for Dinosaur Lovers of All Ages.  Written by a professional paleontologist specifically for young readers, this guide to the dinosaurs is packed with enough detail and insider information to satisfy everybody.  The text includes brief entries on all 800+ named species of Mesozoic dinosaurs, as well as chapters on the history of dinosaur discoveries, the science of dinosaur art, dinosaur biology, and much more.  Very beautiful illustrations with many never-before-seen restorations of new dinosaur species, this is a must read compendium for dino enthusiasts of all ages.

Seek Me With All Your Heart is by prolific Christian fiction author Beth Wiseman.  In this contemporary novel, Emily Detweiler and her Amish family move West a few months after she is brutally attacked in their Ohio town, but for Emily, the miles don’t erase nightmarish reminders of betrayal.  Kidney transplant recipient David Stoltzfus and his family relocate from Pennsylvania in a move to start over and erase their growing financial debt.  When these two meet, there isn’t anything like romance, but rather mutual distrust.  However Emily and David are forced to come to terms with their private pain and begin a fledgling friendship that may ripen into a permanent bond.  The author is consistently compassionate, and her words flow smoothly in this Amish tale. 

Healing Waters by Nancy Rue introduces Lucia Coffey, who looks into her mirror and sees “fat and failure”.  When she looks at her sister Sonia, she sees svelte and success.  All her life, Lucia has coped by throwing herself into taking care of others, but when tragedy strikes her family, she meets Sullivan Crisp, a decidedly offbeat psychologist who is trying to cope with his own shattered past.  They form an alliance to try to hold her family together and, in the process, both tentatively dip their toes into the waters of healing.
