
I couldn’t believe that Lee Child had come out with another Jack Reacher novel so soon after his last one---61 Hours.  However, his latest, Worth Dying For, has just arrived at the library.  I am looking forward to reading it, especially since Jack apparently died at the conclusion of 61 Hours and I want to know how he escaped an almost certain death.  According to the synopsis, Jack walks right into big trouble in the corn country of Nebraska.  First he falls foul of the Duncans, a local clan that has terrified an entire county into submission.  But it’s the unsolved case of a missing child, already decades old, that Reacher can’t let go.  The Duncans want Reacher gone--and it’s not just past secrets they’re trying to hide.  They’re awaiting a secret shipment that’s already late, and they have the kind of customers no one can afford to annoy.  For as dangerous as the Duncans are, they’re just the bottom of a criminal food chain stretching halfway around the world.  


Kim Vogel Sawyer has written In Every Heartbeat, a novel about three orphans who grew up in the same orphanage and who head off to college together.  Each of them has a cherished dream:  Libby wants to become a famous journalist, Pete plans to study ministry, and Bennett wants to join a fraternity and have as much fun as possible.  But as tensions rise around the world on the brink of World War I, the friends’ differing aspirations and opinions begin to divide them.  Then Libby makes a shocking discovery about Pete’s family, and it seems a final wedge will drive the friends apart forever. 


Chasing the Night by Iris Johansen is the eleventh in the Eve Duncan series.  The story begins eight years after a CIA agent’s child was stolen in the night as a brutal act of vengeance.  This torment is something Catherine Ling awakens to every day.  Though advised to give up hope by friends, family, and colleagues, she can’t.  Catherine needs to find someone as driven and obsessed as she is to help her--and that person is Eve Duncan.  She knows that Eve shares her nightmare, after the disappearance of her own daughter Bonnie. Now Eve must take her talents as a forensic sculptor to another level, using age progression as a way to unite Catherine with her child.

The Love Finds You series seems to be very popular with Christian fiction readers.  In Love Find You in Deadwood, South Dakota, by Tracey Cross, Jane Albright is newly widowed, with one child to care for and another on the way.  When she learns that she is at risk of losing the family home and freighting business to greedy moneylender Franklin Lloyd, she has no choice but to brandish a bullwhip and haul freight all the way to Deadwood.  Franklin agrees to give Jane six months to pay the note, and it’ll take every ounce of grit she has to secure her children’s future.  Franklin admires the strong and beautiful woman, but how can he help her when he is her greatest enemy?
