One of the new fiction series that should be very popular is the Gilda Joyce series by Jennifer Allison, suitable for age 12 and up.  The first in the series, Gilda Joyce, Psychic Investigator, made the School Library Journal list of Best Books for 2005.  Ever since her father died, Gilda Joyce has been working hard to sharpen her psychic skills.  She’s determined to become a crack investigator of spooky, other-worldly mysteries.  After wrangling an invitation to visit San Francisco relatives, Gilda discovers just how much her dreary, tight-lipped uncle and his strange, delicate daughter need her help to uncover the terrible family secret that has a tortured ghost stalking their home.  Ranging from poignant to hair-raising and hilarious, this is a tell-all account of the very first case in the illustrious career of Gilda Joyce.  


The Love Finds You series seems to be very popular with Christian fiction readers.  In Love Finds You in Deadwood, South Dakota, by Tracey Cross, Jane Albright is newly widowed, with one child to care for and another on the way.  When she learns that she is at risk of losing the family home and freighting business to greedy moneylender Franklin Lloyd, she has no choice but to brandish a bullwhip and haul freight all the way to Deadwood.  Franklin agrees to give Jane six months to pay the note, and it’ll take every ounce of grit she has to secure her children’s future.  Franklin admires the strong and beautiful woman, but how can he help her when he is her greatest enemy?

The Checklist Manifesto: How to Get Things Right, by Atul Gawande is another book donated by library patron Doug Hvistendahl.  Gawande is a rock n’ roll loving surgeon who also writes for The New Yorker.  He has a gift for describing both medical mishaps and awe-inspiring surgical techniques with authoritative ease.  Even skeptical readers will find the evidence presented in this book staggering.  Gawande found a host of studies that show dramatic drops in death or infection from a certain procedure once a hospital implemented a checklist for doing it right.  The book calls for medical professionals to improve patient care by adopting a basic, common-sense approach that uses the surprising power of the ordinary checklist.
