November 18, 2013
5:30 PM – City Hall
 
Mayor Flaherty called the meeting to order at 5:30 PM with Council members Ulmer, Schilling, Belmore, Pahl, Maunu and Reis present.
 
Absent: None
 
City Employees present were: City Attorney K Radermacher, City Foreman Flynn, Building Inspector Kassa and Police Chief Frannea.
 
Also present: Johnson, representing Dickey County Leader.

Agenda changes: Information on increase of Employee retirement through NDPERS and Approve Fireworks Ordinance variance.

Minutes: Motion by Reis, second by Schilling to approve the minutes of October 14th council meeting.  All members, aye.  Motion approved.
 
Operating statement: Motion by Pahl, second by Maunu to approve operating statement as presented.  All members, aye.  Motion approved.

Attorney Radermacher is now present.

Bills:  Motion by Ulmer, second by Maunu to approve the bills as presented.  All members, aye.  Motion approved.
 
Delinquent accounts:  Trent Browning, Mark Fuller, Mike Zinter, Melvina Thorpe, Jeremiah Eggers, Hank Joubert, and Jennifer Kiefer.

Raffle Permits: Motion by Schilling, second by Reis to approve the raffle permit for Christ the King Lutheran Church (revised to 12-31-2013) and Prince of Peace.  All members, aye.  Motion approved.
 
Chief Frannea reported on the police activity for the month of October.  Discussion was held concerning dogs boarded out doors in kennels on personal property.  The concern pertained to barking, feces not cleaned up and unpleasant dogs.  Chief Frannea was asked to visit with dog owners.

Building Permits:  Motion by Pahl, second by Schilling to approve: Burkhardt, McDowell, Meidinger and Ellendale Public School building permits.  All members, aye.  Motion approved.  
After discussion as to the placement of C. Gross fence, Mayor Flaherty, BI Kassa, Gross and Reis will meet to discuss concerns.  Gross building permit tabled.

Building Inspector Report:  Kassa reported on FU Oil buildings demolished, Wickstrom house demolished and S. Petersen egress windows.  BI asked about a fire code and fire wall for the Knox building.  Mayor Flaherty has spoken to Mandan BI and relayed information to Martin.  Coteau Grain Bins have been fixed.  104 2nd St S (Carlson) – BI has not notified VA due to incorrect address.

Mayor will visit with home owner with vacant houses.  Reis mentioned the Orwig house which has had fire damage.  Also Ulmer, Reis and Kassa met to discuss new building permit, a draft was handed out to council to study and discuss at next meeting.

City Foreman Flynn gave a report to the Council on some of the October projects, including dirt placed on culvert on 5th St N, trees cut, culvert on 6th Ave S by EPS track in place, 165 water meters have been installed.   Crew will continue to install meters in November and should be done with first round by mid-December.  Flynn request to purchase a 1986 GMC bucket truck for $9,400 with a hydraulic hand chain saw.  Motion by Belmore, second by Reis to purchase the 1986 GMC truck.  Roll call vote: Pahl – Yes, Maunu – Yes, Schilling – Yes, Belmore – Yes, Ulmer – Yes, Reis – Yes. Motion approved.

Ruenz Building (78 Main St.)  Gackle has reported his attorney is still in the process of updating abstract.  An application is planned to be submitted to Renaissance Zone committee.

The request for bids to demolish the Kosel Building (82 Main); B & L Bar building (71 Main) and a joint demolition bid with Tschosik building (86 Main) will be done in December due to information not received on the asbestos report.  Mayor Flaherty reported a cost of $12,000 to create a bill board displaying a copy of the mural on the side of the Tschosik building.  

Utility billing increase will be reported at next month’s meeting due to information needed to prepare an analysis of water usage.

Motor Vehicle Office – a special meeting will be Friday, November 22 to discuss the recommendation of the office location.  Tours will be done on Wednesday Nov 20th.  The Motor Vehicle branch office will remain at DRN through the first week of January at this time.

Infrastructure Strategic plan:  Mayor Flaherty explained a potential project to renovate city hall to create more office space and alleviate the lack of space for the ambulance garage.  Interstate Engineering suggested Foss Architecture & Interiors to develop a preliminary plan.  The cost for the pre-design plan would be approximately $12,500.  Due to the condition of the water tower, there is a need to consider replacing it within the next few years, which would allow more room to the south of the building.  The water tower project is estimated to cost $1.2 million.  The Council felt more time is needed before making a decision, subject tabled.

Motion by Maunu, second by Pahl to accept the proposal from ND DOT to resurface the 2 block area on ND Hwy 11 from Hwy 281 west.  Roll call vote:  Maunu – Yes, Schilling – Yes, Belmore – Yes, Ulmer – Yes, Reis – Yes, Pahl – Yes.  Motion approved.

A letter was received from Tom Mattheis stating his intent to retire January 6, 2014.  Auditor was instructed to place an employment ad in Dickey County Leader and through Job Service.

ND Public Employees Retirement System informed the City of the planned increase of contribution due January 1, 2014, this will be studied along with salary increases in December.

A motion by Schilling, second by Maunu to grant a variance to discharge fireworks in the City Limits from December 26, 2013 through January 1, 2014.  Allowable times will be 10:00AM to 10:00PM December 26, 27, 28, 29, 30 and January 1st.  December 31st allowable time will be 10:00AM to 1:00AM January 1st.  All members, aye.  Motion approved.
