Mayor Flaherty called the meeting to order at 5:30 PM with Council members Schilling, Ulmer, and Reis present.
 
Absent Council members: Pahl, Maunu and Belmore.
 
City Employees present were: City Foreman Flynn, City Attorney Radermacher and Police Chief Frannea.
 
Also present: R Johnson, representing Dickey County Leader; Harold Rotunda, CPA; Charlotte Knight-Ehresmann, Miles Ehresmann, Dick Young, Bridget Huber and Mickey Thorpe.  

Agenda changes:  Discuss Southside liquor application.

Minutes: Motion by Schilling, second by Ulmer to approve the minutes of January 13th council meeting.  All members present, aye.  Motion approved.
 
Operating statement: Motion by Schilling, second by Reis to approve operating statement as presented.  All members present, aye.  Motion approved.

Bills:  Motion by Schilling, second by Reis to approve the bills as presented.  All members present, aye.  Motion approved.
 
Delinquent accounts:  Razi and Gunn

Harold Rotunda presented the 2013 city audit for Council. 

Charlotte Knight-Ehresmann from Southside Deli was present to request an off sale liquor license.  She said they have read and understood the NDCC regulations. She stated she realizes Ellendale citizens go to other Cities to purchase their off sale and would like to keep these sales in town.   A straw vote was taken from the council members present in regards to issuing an off sale liquor license to retail businesses such as gas station, grocery stores and convenience stores: Schilling – no concerns, Ulmer – some concerns, Reis – would like to listen to both sides.  Subject was tabled until next meeting to have more council members present for more discussion.  

Attorney Radermacher departed the meeting.

Raffle Permits:  Motion by Schilling to approve the raffle permits for Ellendale Quarterback Club and St Helena Catholic Church, second by Ulmer.  All members present, aye.  Motion approved.

Police Chief Frannea reported on the police activity for the month of January. 

Reis asked about the solar powered stop sign, he stated he would like to move forward.   Mayor had not yet visited with NDDOT.  

City Foreman report:  Flynn reported the December water samples were not delivered to the Bismarck laboratory due mailing complications.  Water users were notified as required.  January samples were tested and the City was notified the water samples were satisfactory.  The City will now mail samples to Fargo for faster service.  

The City Crew has been sorting and baling paper at recycle center preparing to sell; helping set up Motor Vehicle office; moving snow and thawing sewers.  A motion by schilling and second by Reis to approve spending up to $6,000 to purchase of a dry van trailer to help store and deliver recycled paper.  Roll call vote:  Reis -Yes; Ulmer - Yes; Schilling -Yes.  Motion approved.

Since Jeff Langley resigned from landfill position, discussion was held to hire a 4th employee; this would replace the part time landfill employee, part time summer employee and alleviate most of the overtime.  Current employees would share these tasks and various work schedules would be created.  The crew has implemented various new jobs over the last few years for preventative maintenance. The cemetery maintenance position would remain the same as last year.  A discussion of creating a monthly landfill fee to residence to replace charges at the landfill for each specific item. A report of prior year’s average overtime status will be ready for next meeting.

Library wage increase:  Motion by Reis, seconded by Ulmer to approve to increase Librarian, and assistant Librarian’s wage by 2%.  All members present, aye.  Motion approved.

Correspondence:  Received Quarterly report from South Central Dakota Regional Council to share with Council.

Ordinance amendments should be ready for March meeting.  Also discussed trying to be more time efficient with council meetings; receiving completed agenda reports earlier so they are included in packets; and getting packets to council members earlier.

Next meeting will be March 10th at 5:30 PM.
