Mayor Flaherty called the meeting to order with Council members Reis, Ulmer, Belmore, Pahl, Maunu and Schilling present.
 
Absent: None
 
City Employees present were: City Foreman Flynn, Building Inspector Kassa, Attorney Radermacher and Police Chief Frannea.
 
Also present: Johnson, representing Dickey County Leader, Jean Bailey, Brenda Johnston, David White, Tammy White, Justin Meidinger and Myron Meyer.

Motion by Belmore, second by Maunu to approve additions to agenda.  All members, aye.  Motion approved.

Motion by Maunu, second by Schilling to approve the minutes from the February 11th meeting.  All members, aye.  Motion approved.
 
Motion by Reis, second by Ulmer to approve operating statement as presented. All members, Aye.  Motion approved.
 
Motion by Ulmer, second by Maunu to approve the bills as presented. All members, Aye.  Motion approved.
 
Delinquent accounts:  None.
 
Building Permits:  Motion by Pahl, second by Schilling to approve building permits for Dennis and Patricia Ford.  Motion by Pahl, second by Reis to allow Tammy White to put a 9x14 structure on property owned by Leslie Hoffman.  All members, aye.  Motion approved. 

Building Inspector and Auditor will review building permit application and suggest changes.
 
Raffle permits: Motion by Reis, second by Schilling to approve raffle permits for Ellendale Quarterback Club and St Helena’s Alter Society. All members, aye. Motion approved.
 
City Foreman Flynn updated the Council of February’s projects.  Council approved Flynn’s request to inquire into a remote radio read water meter reading system. Master lift station estimates for new control panel have not been completed. 

Chief Frannea updated the Council on the police activity for the month of February.  
 
Chief Frannea presented a spreadsheet comparing proposed cost to actual cost of the police car.  There is a saving of $2,900 at this time.   

 Building Inspector Kassa reported Martinson has been given an extension to April 30th.  A letter will be sent to Knox to request the front of his building be finished and to attend the next council meeting. There was discussion of the condition of the building on Main Street which the City owns.    
 
Kassa, Flynn, Reis and Flaherty inspected the property at 227 3rd St N and 216 2nd St S and have recommended these be demolished.

Justin Meidinger described his preliminary plan to have a music festival this summer.  Council asked for more definite detail for the next meeting.

After discussion a Resolution by Pahl, second by Ulmer to sell N1/2 of Lot 10 in Northport Addition to Myron Meyer for $500, plus any additional closing and filing fees.  Roll call vote, all aye. Motion approved.

  
Motion by Reis, second by Maunu to approve the First Reading of The Fence, Hedge and Walls   - Ordinance # 5.0502 with amendments.  Roll call vote:  Maunu – Yes, Schilling – Yes; Belmore – Yes; Ulmer – Yes; Reis – Yes; Pahl – No.  Motion Approved.

After discussion a motion by Pahl, second by Belmore to advertise for sale a vacant lot described as: E1/2 of Lot 2, Block 31, First Addition.  A minimum of $100 is requested, purchaser to pay closing/recording fees and the top 3 bidders will have the opportunity to increase their bid.  Roll call vote, Ulmer – abstained; all remaining members, Aye.  Motion approved.

Motion by Belmore, second by Reis to demolish property at 227 3rd St N. After discussion, motion by Reis, second by Ulmer to amend the current motion to place 2 advertisements – 1) to accept bids to demolish property; 2) to sell as is for a minimum bid of $750 and to be demolished by July 1, 2013, by new owner, and according to City specifications.  Roll call vote on amendment: Pahl – No; Maunu – No; Schilling – No; Belmore – Yes; Ulmer – Yes; Reis – Yes.  Tie broken by Mayor Flaherty to amend.  Amendment approved.  Roll call vote for the amended motion:  Maunu – No; Schilling – No; Belmore – Yes; Ulmer – Yes; Reis – Yes; Pahl – No.  Tie broken by Mayor Flaherty to approve amended motion.  Amended motion approved.

Motion by Schilling, second by Pahl to accept bids to demolish property at 216 2nd St S.  After discussion motion by Reis, second by Belmore to amend the current motion to place 2 advertisements – 1) to accept bids to demolish property; 2) to sell as is for a minimum bid of $1,000 and to be demolished by July 1, 2013, by new owner, and according to City specifications.  Roll call vote on amendment: Schilling – No; Belmore – Yes; Ulmer – Yes; Reis – Yes; Pahl – No; Maunu – No.  Tie broken by Mayor Flaherty to amend.  Amendment approved.  Roll call vote for the amended motion:  Maunu – No; Schilling – No; Belmore – Yes; Ulmer – Yes; Reis – Yes; Pahl – No.  Tie broken by Mayor Flaherty to approve amended motion.  Amended motion approved.

After much discussion sale of Lots 1-4, Block 7 in Bell’s Addition was tabled due to zoning concerns.  Zoning committee will meet and make recommendations for next meeting.

Pahl now absent.

Alcohol Beverage Ordinances tabled.

Motion by Reis, second by Schilling to approve Spring Creek Addition.  Roll call vote, all members present, Aye.  Motion approved.

  Ms. Bailey was present to discuss a letter she had written to the City about the fence ordinance.  She expressed concern about the height of a fence and the risk of criminal activity in her neighborhood.  Mayor will contact City Attorney and discuss the options.    

A preliminary plat of 4th Addition Ellendale Acres was review and minor changes suggested.

Dickey County Job Development representative from the City of Ellendale will be Tim Belmore and Dickey County Planning Committee will be Jolene Maunu.

Mayor Flaherty presented the new brochure promoting Ellendale.

Mayor for a Day had 13 participants from Ellendale Public School 3rd Grade class. Blake Meyer was declared Mayor for the Day.  The Mayor presented certificates to the students and a small gift.
