Mayor Thorpe called the meeting to order at 5:41 PM with Council members Belmore, Ulmer, Fuher, Maunu, Reis and Schilling present.

TIF District 2015 – Public Hearing

Mayor Thorpe called the TIF District public hearing to order at 5:41pm.

Discussion was held regarding the street/alley project in the TIF District.   Motion by Belmore, second by Schilling, that it was determined there were no potential competitors effected by the granting of a tax exemption to the Developer/Farmers Union Oil Company for the planned car wash improvement.  All members, aye.   Motion approved.  Motion by Reis, second by Maunu, to approve entering into a Developer’s Agreement with Developer/Farmers Union Oil Company.  Roll call vote: Reis – Yes, Maunu – Yes; Schilling – Yes; Belmore – Yes; Ulmer – Yes; Fuher – Yes.  Motion approved.  Motion by Schilling, second by Belmore, to pass a Resolution of Developer’s Agreement Regarding Ellendale Tax Increment District No. 2015-1/Farmers Union Oil Company, and approve the cost of $36,000 for concreting alley amortized over 15 years with no interest.  Roll call vote: Maunu – Yes; Schilling – Yes; Belmore – Yes; Ulmer – Yes; Fuher – Yes; Reis – Yes.  Motion approved.  The Public Works crew will be responsible for the ground prep work and the request to temporarily block off the alley was approved.

Motion by Maunu, second by Belmore, to adjourn TIF District Public Hearing.

Bills:  Discussed Police car repairs over estimate by $200.  Motion by Ulmer, second by Reis, to approve the bills as presented.  All members, aye.  Motion approved.

Roll call vote: Schilling – Yes; Belmore – Yes; Ulmer – Yes; Fuher – Yes; Reis – Yes; Maunu – Yes.  Motion approved.   

Jacob Lematta and Richard Wedell were in attendance to request a 4-way stop be placed at the corner of 5th Ave S and 4th St S.   PWD Flynn will install the stop signs.

Senior Citizen Foundation:  Dale Middlestead explained the procedure he will use to repair the concrete block foundation at the Senior Center.  He requested no salt be used to melt the ice during the winter, this is the cause of the deterioration, Auditor will inform the manager to purchase a different product to help the situation. Motion by Reis, second by Ulmer, to approve the quote of $1,800 to Dale Middlestead for the repair of the Senior Citizens building foundation.  All members, aye.  Motion approved.

Police Chief Knutson reported on the police activity for the month of March.   The Oath of Office was administered to Officer Lucas Van Zee by Attorney Kelly.  

Public Works Report:  Flynn discussed the monthly jobs completed in March.  Spring Clean Up has been set for May 18, 19, and 20th.  Street sweeper has been sent to Fargo for repairs.  Flynn asked about the purchase of a broom for the Bobcat, he will check out prices.

All members, aye.  Motion approved.  Motion by Fuher, second by Reis, to approved the building permit for William Busch to build a garage in the back yard of property, request for 5’-10’ variance was denied.  All members, aye.  Motion approved.  Motion by Fuher, second by Schilling to approve the building permits for Donald Flaherty to install a new furnace/AC; Aaron Tschosik for kitchen remodeling; and Kerry Kuno to demolish house at 58 N 2nd St. All members, aye.  Motion approved.
  
Building Inspector Report: Kassa reported no activity this month.  

Discussed tank cleaning for the underground water reservoirs at the water plant.  PWD Flynn received 2 estimates.  Motion by Reis, second by Fuher, to spend up to $3,220 for tank cleaning.  All members, aye.  Motion approved.

Zoning/Planning Ord #5.01: Motion by Schilling, second by Fuher, to approve to be viewed by public - Chapter 5 - Zoning and Planning including map.  Roll call vote: Ulmer – Yes; Fuher – Yes; Reis – Yes; Maunu – Yes; Schilling – Yes; Belmore – Yes.  Motion approved.
  
Main Street Update:  Will continue the discussion of the sale of the Main Street vacant lot properties after zoning ordinance is complete.

Discussed Forestry Grant, Don Flaherty will review the grant requirements.

Special Assessment Board Appointment:  Motion by Reis, second by Ulmer, to accept the appointment of Mark Thielges to the Special Assessment Board.  All members, aye.  Motion approved.

Security at City/Motor vehicle:  Motion by Belmore, second by Schilling, to approve the Basic Security Pac at the Motor Vehicle office.  Roll call vote: Fuher – Yes; Reis – No; Maunu – Yes; Schilling – Yes; Belmore – Yes; Ulmer – No.  Motion approved.  

Properties Not Mowed-Grass/Noxious Weeds:  Motion by Fuher, second by Reis, to amend Chapter 11, Addition of Article 11.0507 – Penalty for Violation of Chapter; violation of chapter shall be subject to $100 fine for 1st offense; $200 for 2nd and $300 for a third or subsequent offense in 7 years.
