Public Works Report:  Flynn discussed the monthly jobs completed in April.  Spring Clean Up has been set for May 18, 19, and 20th.   New Street sweeper is working very well.  The Council discussed Ordinance #6.04.06 – Use of Public Sewers:  Discharging sump pumps into the City sewer could result in fines and penalties.  An informational reminder will be sent to utility customers.   Youth organizations will be contacted to inquire into the possibility of completing jobs for the City as a fund raiser.  Motion by Reis, second by Schilling to find seasonal summer help.  All members present, aye.  Motion approved.

Police Chief Knutson reported on the police activity for the month of April.   Chief Knutson discussed the purchase of mobile digital speed limit signs, he will check into possible grants.

Some improvement has been made at the Masset Property, City Public Works will be addressing the area Tuesday.  

Fuher rejoined meeting.

 Building Permits:  Motion by Schilling, second by Reis to approve Randy Campney Jr. building permit to move in a manufactured/doublewide home, approval of fence is contingent on further research of survey.  All members, aye.  Motion approved.  Motion by Fuher, second by Schilling to approve the building permit for Brent Fischer to build a house, pending all boundaries are verified with building inspector Kassa.  All members, aye.  Motion approved.  Motion by Fuher, second by Maunu to approve the building permit for Lindy Caro to install a fence, pending written approval from neighbors or a survey is completed.  All members, aye.  Motion approved.  Motion by Schilling, second by Fuher to approve building permits for Rodney Uecker for reroofing;  Aaron and Amy Taylor for addition to house; and Bob Schmidt to move a mobile home into Schmidt trailer Court.  All members, aye. Motion approved.

Building Inspector Report: no report this month.  

Second Reading – Amend Ord # 11.0507 – Penalty for Violation for non-compliance with Noxious Weeds – Grass. Motion by Schilling, second by Reis to approve the amendment to Ordinance 
# 11.0507-Penalty for Violation of Chapter; violation of chapter shall be subject to $100 fine for 1st offense; $200 for 2nd and $300 for a third or subsequent offense in 7 years.  All members, aye.   Motion approved.
  
Main Street Update:  Motion by Schilling, second by Reis to request proposals for purchase of and development of the three City owned Main Street properties (95 Main St – Lot 18 & 19, Block 6, Original Plat; 71 Main St – Lot 13, Block 6, Original Plat; 82 Main St – Lot 4, Block 6, Original Plat) all located within the Ellendale Tax Increment Financing District.  Prospective developers will be expected to participate in a developer’s agreement under Tax Increment Financing to cover all or a portion of site preparation completed by the City of Ellendale.  The City reserves the right to reject any and/or all proposal(s).  All members, aye.  Motion approved.  

Motion by Fuher, second by Belmore to request proposals for purchase of and development of Lots 4, 5 & 6, Block 16, Ellendale Land Company Addition to Ellendale which is zoned Residential-1 (R-1).   Any accepted bid, if any, will be expected to develop the property or pay a higher bid amount if no development is planned.  The minimum bid is $5,000 if no development is planned.  Additional conditions shall apply and are available prior to bidding at the City Auditor’s office.  The City reserves the right to reject any and/or all bid(s).  All members, aye.  Motion approved.  

Discussion about how to entice interest in Ellendale Acres.  Motion by Reis, second by Belmore to advertise for Lots currently price at $10,000 at a temporary reduction of sale price of $1.00 contingent on covenants and ordinances covering R-2.  All members, aye.  Motion approved.

Blue Cross Blue Shield Increase:  Motion by Schilling, second by Ulmer to approve the 2015-2016 BCBS premium increase (.002 %).  All members, aye.  Motion approved. 

City Hall Steps:  Motion by Schilling, second by Reis to replace the concrete front steps at City Hall.  All members, aye.  Motion approved.

Rabbits in city limits:  Ordinance does not allow rabbits.

Roberta Johnson reported the City will have an ad in the Vacation guide and Dakota Fire. 

Discussed properties that were slated to be removed in 2014/2015.  Will send Attorney Kelly the list.  

Reis reported visiting with Thompson from NDDOT about placing a business district sign on HWY 281.  Thompson is willing to visit, and discuss the possibility.
