Mayor Flaherty called the meeting to order at 5:30 PM with Council members Reis, Ulmer, Belmore, Pahl, Schilling and Maunu present.
 
Absent: None
 
City Employees present were: City Foreman Flynn, Attorney Radermacher, Building Inspector Kassa and Police Chief Frannea, (via electronic device).
 
Also present: Johnson, representing Dickey County Leader, Chris and Dawn Bauer, Lorne Duppong, Sales Representative for Ferguson Water, James Billey, Vance Jury, Mickey Thorpe and Jeanette Robb-Ruenz.

Minutes: Motion by Pahl, second by Maunu to approve the minutes from the May 6th council meeting and May 20th special council meeting.  All members, aye.  Motion approved.
 
Operating statement: Motion by Belmore, second by Reis to approve operating statement as presented. All members, aye.  Motion approved.
 
Bills:  Motion by Schilling, second by Reis to approve the bills as presented.  All members, aye.  Motion approved.

Building Permits:  Motion by Ulmer, second by Belmore to approve building permits for Dickey County Weed Board, Amanda Niva, Elaine Babcock, Willis Blumhardt and John Boekelheide.  All members, aye.  Motion approved. 

Raffle permits: Motion by Pahl, second by Schilling to approve raffle permits for Ellendale Fire Protection District, Prince of Peace and Ellendale Quarterback Club.  All members, aye. Motion approved.

Motion by Pahl, Second by Maunu to approve the special permit and noise variance until 2:00 AM for the Corner Corral to hold a street dance on June 22nd with the condition they contact the neighboring property owners in advance of the event.   All members, Aye.  Motion approved.

Ellendale Acres Covenants: Several changes were suggested to the proposed covenants for Ellendale Acres; revisions will be emailed to council before next meeting.  These covenants do not pertain to commercial zoned property. 

Jury and Billey were present to discuss an adjustment to the utility billing for the Ellendale Masonic Lodge #13.  Account will be researched and decision will be made by next meeting.
 
Attorney Radermacher and Council member Reis are now absent.

Lorne Duppong, Sales Representative for Ferguson Waterworks provided information for a remote radio read water meter reading system.  A spreadsheet to compare the 3 remote read water systems will be prepared for next month’s meeting.
  
City Foreman Flynn updated the Council on the May projects.  Workers were complimented on the appearance of the cemetery for Memorial Day.  In June they have been working on 6th Avenue east of the fairgrounds, mowing the airport and various other properties. Spraying for mosquitos will be scheduled for Thursday evenings, and briquettes have been placed in drainage ditches.  

Motion by Ulmer, second by Schilling to hire one seasonal worker to start June 17th for 2 – 3 months to help with crack sealing and curb painting.  All members present, aye.  Motion approved.

Motion by Pahl, second by Maunu to approve the Dickey County Fair Board’s request for a Fireworks Display Variance on Friday, July 12th and Noise Variance during Fair Days; Friday July 12th to 12:00am and Sunday July 14th to 2:00am.  All members present, aye.  Motion approved.

Magic Land Circus Show will be having a performance June 13th at the Fair Grounds.  

Karen Pomplun provided information on a product called Mosquito Barrier.  This product is a natural mosquito repellant. The council will look over the information and discuss this at the next meeting.

Compliments were given on the new flower baskets on Main Street and the new banners hanging at all four entrances to the City.   

Main Street Buildings:  Ruenz (78 Main St.) stated she was getting a contractor to board up the windows and doors.  Council requested a plan by July 8th regarding the possibility of renovations or demolition; and a time line for that completion.  Council felt this could not be delayed, since the condition of the building is dangerous.

Tschosik reported via email, he has received only one bid for demolition (86 Main St.) and has had an inspection for asbestos.  He plans on securing at least one more bid for demolition.

Building Inspector Report: Kosel Meat Market (82 Main St.) - building needs the stairs on the south side of the building enclosed due the dangerous condition; R Wedell (405  5th Ave. S.) - garage is within ordinance requirement; Martinson (300  1st St. N.) - property was to be completed by June 1st, Mayor Flaherty requested a bid from Thorpe Excavating to complete the project, City would pay and the charge would be special assessed to the property; K Rithmiller – (116  3rd St. N.) has been doing interior work without permit, will contact her about process; Hahne (112  1st St. S.) - has not completed fence project; White (100  2nd St. S.) - kiosk is in place, water and drive way are in working progress; POPCC (201  8th St. N.) - footings poured Knox (109 Main St.) - waiting for letters from attorney; Dobler (100  2nd St. N.) - garage window has been installed, door pulled down and some painting completed.

Previous concerns still pending: Spring Creek grain bin (109 RR Ave. N.) has not been fixed and a deadline of February 1st was given.  City owned property on Main Street (71 Main St.) has an asbestos report and will need bids to demolish.  Orwig house (621 3rd St. N.) still needs to be repaired.

Theresa questioned what should be done about vacant houses used only for storage.  There are several in need of repair.

Motion by Ulmer, second by Maunu to approve a fireworks variance to the Stanley Family Reunion for a fireworks display the evening of August 17th.  All members present, aye. Motion approved.

Motion by Pahl, second by Ulmer to approve the Second Reading to Amend Alcohol Beverage Ordinance #7.0401-7.0405; 7.0407-7.0416.  Roll call vote: All members present, aye.  Motion Approved.

Motion by Pahl, second by Schilling to approve the Second Reading of the Event Alcohol Beverage Permit Ordinance # 7.04022. Roll call vote: All members present, aye.  Motion Approved. 

Motion by Ulmer, second Schilling to approve the following appointments:  Airport Authority – Candace Middlestead; Library Board - Bernice Thielges and Tiana Peterson to complete term of KaSaundra Peterson till 2014; Housing Authority – Rick Ulmer; Job Development Authority – Donald Middlestead, Monica Mertz and Lana Schlecht. 

Chief Frannea updated the Council on the police activity for the month of May.  Chief Frannea discussed the time period allowed to discharge fireworks 8:00am to 1:00am June 27th to July 5th.   Chief Frannea explained the Lexipol system for Police Policies and pricing.  Mayor Flaherty and Chief Frannea will be discussing the penalty section of different Ordinances and clean up the wording.  They will also create a policy for a clothing allowance for the Police Department.

Motion by Ulmer, second by Schilling to approve the Pledge reports.  All members present, aye. Motion approved.

Motion by Schilling, second by Belmore to approve by resolution the City Auditors bonding.  Bonding set at$896,000.  All members present, aye.  Motion approved.

The re-plumbing of Stebner’s sewer (208  6th Ave. N.) has been completed.

Motion by Belmore, second by Maunu to approve the Special Permit for the Granary to transfer liquor and beer license to the DC Fair Grounds July 12th – 14th.  All members present, aye. Motion approved.

Roberta Johnson stated the Smithsonian exhibit has been attended by over 1000 people from 28 states and 3 foreign countries. 

Discussion was held concerning the upkeep in front of the library/senior center; and the charges for mowing of city owned properties verses non-compliant privately owned properties the city is contracting mowing to be done.
