Flaherty spoke for the owners, explaining the building was insured for liability.  The council was presented a letter from a structural engineering firm dated 2012, the Companies opinion of the building at that time was the building is in good structural condition, with areas such as the north wall and roof, that will involve modifications in the future.  

This building is not on the historical register.  Due to required improvements, such as an elevator, it could not remain historical.

The owners have been working for several years to acquire funding. 
Council requested the owners report back by the July 14th regular council meeting, and the building be secured such as windows boarded, some type of cover placed over the north wall and more stable barrier to discourage anyone from walking or parking in the area.
