Mayor Thorpe called the meeting to order at 5:30 PM with Council members Belmore, Ulmer, Maunu, and Schilling present.

Absent: Fuher and Reis.

Minutes: Motion by Belmore, second by Ulmer, to approve the minutes with correction of the May 11th Regular Council meeting.  All members present, aye. Motion approved.  

Operating statement:  Motion by Schilling, second by Ulmer, to approve operating statement as presented.  All members present, aye.  Motion approved.

Bills:   Motion by Ulmer, second by Schilling, to approve the bills as presented.  All members present, aye.  Motion approved.

Delinquent accounts: A. Taylor, G. Pettyjohn, K. Lee and M. Masset.

Raffle Permits:  Motion by Schilling, second by Belmore to approve the raffle permit for Ellendale Quarterback Club.  All members present, aye.  Motion approved.

Bechtolds’ Demo Request:  Bechtolds’ requested the City waive the landfill disposal fee.  Bechtolds’ will pay all of the other costs related to the demo.  Motion by Schilling, second by Belmore to waive the landfill disposal fee.  All members present, aye.  Motion approved.

Building Permits:  Motion by Belmore, second by Schilling to approve R. Wadholm shingling; N. Sand deck repair; B. Bechtold house demolition; MLS Dakota storage tanks installation.  All members present, aye.  Motion approved.  

Police Chief Knutson reported on the police activity for the month of May.   Chief Knutson discussed the purchase of mobile digital speed limit signs and stated Dickey County Sheriff will be applying and will co-op with Ellendale city on placement of the signs, if the grant is awarded.  The police department is not eligible at this time for the COPS grant.

Noise Variance:  Motion by Schilling, second by Maunu to approve a variance to the noise ordinance July 10 - 12 during the Dickey County Fair.  All members present, aye.  Motion approved.

Liquor License Approval:  Motion by Belmore, second by Maunu to approve the Liquor license to: Fireside Restaurant; American Legion; Corner Corral; The Granary and Pheasant Lanes.  All members present, aye.  Motion approved

Alcohol Beverage Permit:  Motion by Ulmer, second by Schilling to approve the alcohol beverage permit for an event to The Granary during the Dickey County Fair July 10 – 11.  All members present, aye.  Motion approved.

Public Works Report:  Flynn discussed the monthly jobs completed in May.  The generator was needed several times during the heavy rains; the master lift station pump was unable to keep up due to excessive storm water; the State Health Dept has been notified the lagoons may need some water released.  Cody Gilbert has been hired as a seasonal summer employee.  It was reminded grass clippings should not be blown into the streets.

Discussion was held on the maintenance of the flower baskets.  Baskets are ready, Cody would be able to water during the week; Mayor will contact tourism board members to see if they could contact someone to help water during weekends.  

Attorney Kelly is now in attendance.

Ducks:  Annette Wickstrom explained to the council the ducks were therapeutic for her son and she realized she should have asked for permission.  The ducks are no longer in town, but may ask in the future for a variance.
