City Council
July 8, 2013
5:30 PM – City Hall
 
Mayor Flaherty called the meeting to order at 5:30 PM with Council members Ulmer, Belmore, Pahl, and Schilling present.
 
Absent: Maunu and Reis
 
City Employees present were: City Foreman Flynn, Attorney Radermacher, Building Inspector Kassa and Police Chief Frannea.
 
Also present: Johnson, representing Dickey County Leader, Mickey Thorpe, Jeanette Robb-Ruenz, Shanna and Jerrod Marlow.

Agenda changes:  Tabled Masonic Lodge utility bill to August and added City owned Lots south of the Fireside. 

Minutes: Motion by Belmore, second by Schilling to approve the minutes from the June 10th council meeting and June 20th special council meeting.  All members present, aye.  Motion approved.
 
Operating statement: Motion by Ulmer, second by Belmore to approve operating statement as presented. All members present, aye.  Motion approved.
 
Bills:  Motion by Schilling, second by Ulmer to approve the bills as presented.  All members present, aye.  Motion approved.
 
Delinquent accounts:  Jordan Klipfel.
 
Building Permits:  Motion by Pahl, second by Belmore to approve building permits for Troy Schilling, Hoven Funeral Chapel/Perry Hoven, Robert and Roberta Johnson, and Dustin Parks dba Corner Corral.  All members present, aye. Schilling abstained.   Motion approved. 

Motion by Schilling, second by Pahl to approve a building permit for a fence to Shanna and Jerad Marlow; a variance was granted allowing a waiver of the required survey, but requires a signed statement from the neighbor giving approval of the placement of the fence; also requires the west side of fence to be no less than 18” from the sidewalk.   All members present, aye. Motion approved.


Chief Frannea updated the Council on the police activity for the month of June.  Chief Frannea discussed the following Ordinances:  Fireworks Ordinance Chapter 4 article 4 - the expiration date/time on the final day fireworks are allowed; Noise Ordinance Chapter 11 article 3.11.0302 -to implement a penalty; Ordinance #8.0403 ATV – language needs to include side-by-sides. Chief Frannea also provided ideas regarding a uniform and personal equipment policy.  The Council will review these requests and discuss in August.  

Ellendale Acres Covenants: Motion by Belmore, second by Pahl to approve the final draft of the Ellendale Acres Residential Covenants.  Roll call vote: Belmore – Yes; Schilling – Yes; Pahl – Yes; Ulmer – Yes.  Motion approved.

Ellendale Acres Commercial Covenants:  Motion by Schilling, second by Ulmer to approve the final draft of the Ellendale Acres Commercial Covenants.  Roll call vote: Pahl – Yes; Schilling – Yes; Belmore – Yes; Ulmer – Yes.  Motion approved.

Correspondence:  Discussion was held about vehicles/campers parked on residential property and the license plate was not visible.    City Ordinance 11.0401 requires vehicles/campers to have current license plates; City Attorney to review letter to be sent to owners where plates are not visible asking for verification.
   
City Foreman Flynn updated the Council on the June projects.  Mowing the airport and various other properties. Crack sealing streets will get started in July.  Schilling will get together with Flynn to set up a chart of tasks.  

Discussion about remote read water meters: Mayor Flaherty, Belmore, Maunu and Flynn put together a spreadsheet comparing the three companies that presented demonstrations of their product.  The City Crew plans to install meters over 3 years, may need to hire part time help.   Motion by Belmore, second by Pahl to accept the bid from Ferguson Waterworks, including refurbishing 65 commercial meters.  All members present, aye.  Motion approved.  

Main Street Buildings:  Ruenz (78 Main St.) stated the City should purchase the building from her for the assessed value, and then tear it down.  She does not want that to happen, but the resources at this time do not allow her to get it completed.

Mayor Flaherty explained Tschosik has stated he plans to demolish the building at 86 Main St.  

Mayor Flaherty turned over meeting to President Pahl to step out and have a conversation with Ruenz.  

Building Inspector Report: Kassa reported on the progress of the building permits. She also reported the house owned by Muckey  (216 2nd St S) has been torn down as required; Rithmiller no word on building permit; House at 227  3rd St N torn down as required; Martinson (300 1st St N) project completed; Wickstrom (521 Main St) Notice of Dangerous Building prepared, waiting for Attorney approval; Knox (109 Main St) working to complete the enclosure of the building.  Kassa met with former Building Inspector Frannea to discuss prior procedures used.  Also contacted State of North Dakota for additional information.

Theresa questioned how to proceed with houses that are not occupied/habitable and are used for storage; also houses without siding. Discussion will continue in August. 

Raffle permits: Motion by Ulmer, second by Schilling to approve raffle permit for Ellendale Music Boosters.  All members, aye. Motion approved.

Motion by Ulmer, second by Belmore to approve the route for DRN’s sponsored “March for Memories” walk/run on July 13th.  All members present, aye. Motion approved.  Schilling abstained.

Bid opening for landfill pit:  Motion by Schilling, second by Ulmer to accept the bid of Thorpe Excavating for $320 per hole to dig pit and $150 per hole to pack hole at landfill.  All members present, aye.  Motion approved.

South Central Dakota Regional Council has requested a special meeting to discuss vulnerable properties and mitigation plan for the City in case of emergency.  

Mayor now present.

Mayor Flaherty requested setting up a special meeting to discuss Ruenz’ Main St building.  

Motion by Pahl, second by Schilling to set a value at $500 per lot for City owned property in Lots 30-38, Block 34 in First Addition, City has right to refuse all bids and will dictate limited time for project completion.  Roll call vote:  Ulmer – Yes; Belmore – Yes; Schilling – Yes; Pahl – Yes.  Motion approved.

Mayor Flaherty will contact Interstate Engineering to start process for stacking out the plat for this area.

Discussed a Main Street Tree project starting at 3rd Ave going east to 6th Ave.  Homeowners will be invited to a special meeting to find out the interest in this project.

A meeting with Randy Pope from Interstate Engineering, Mayor Flaherty, Middlestead and Flynn was held to discuss infrastructure needs in the future. 

Mosquito Barrier:  Council felt at this time this would not be a product to control mosquito for the city.

Correspondence:  Letter from Ellendale Public School Supt Fastnacht addressing the area around the EPS track.  Due to planned improvements around the track, a request was made to work together on roadway and parking improvements.      

Council members received a preliminary agenda for North Dakota League of Cities held September 12-14th in Bismarck ND.  

Mayor adjourned meeting at 8:50pm.
