Police Vehicle:  Due to the upcoming building demolitions and the uncertain cost, the new vehicle purchase was tabled.
Main Street Building:  Discussion was held concerning the advertisement for the demolition of the Nodak Café building.  The Council felt a bond is needed in addition to liability insurance.  The City has not received the Quit Claim Deed as of this meeting, the County motioned to abate the property taxes contingent on the City’s ownership.  Motion by Schilling, second by Maunu to move forward with the asbestos removal as soon as the property is deeded to the City.  All members present, aye.  Motion approved.

Discussion of the value of a TIF (Tax Increment Financing) District for the City.  TIF allows the City to decide on an area of the community that needs physical rehabilitation, plan for that renewal and finance it using the taxes its new value will produce.  Motion by Belmore, second by Maunu to proceed with the establishment of a TIF District.  All members present, aye. Motion approved.

Motion by Schilling, second by Ulmer to approve the special permit application from Trinity Bible College to conduct a bon fire, have fireworks and a noise variance for October 10th during Homecoming.  All members present, aye.  Motion approved.
