Wade Senger with Interstate Engineering informed the council on the progress of the water tower.  The water tower construction is on schedule and booster station updates should start around 2nd week in January.  Will continue working on the issues of the well that was found and the cost to have it capped.  Public Works identified approximately the top 20 hydrants that need replacement at a cost of approximately $10,000 each.  Due to the cost of the logos, discussed having Ellendale placed on both sides of the tower. Public Works Report:  PW Supervisor Flynn reported on the monthly jobs completed in November.  New sander arrived and has been mounted to truck.  Old sander will be advertised for sale.  Discussed GPS software for more efficient locating of hydrants, curb stops, and water valves.  Discussed plan for future street repairs.  Flynn presented the quarterly landfill report; and reported that the collection of glass at the recycle center will need to end.  There is no outlet to dispose of the glass.  

Motion by Flaherty, second by Reis, to reduce the south landfill fee for OPERA to $400 and future arrangements at the landfill should be made directly with City Hall.  All members, aye.  Motion approved.

Police Chief Knutson was present to report on the police activity for the month of November.   Police Chief Knutson left the meeting at 8:05 PM.

Employee Salary Increase: Motion by Reis, second by Wadholm, to approve a 3% salary increase for 2018.  All members, aye.  Motion approved.
