Due to the COVID 19 restrictions this meeting was held via Zoom Virtual Meeting option.  
All named persons present appeared virtually.

Mayor Thorpe called the regular monthly meeting to order at 5:30 PM with Council members Flaherty, Crabtree, Wadholm, Meidinger, Bauer and Denison present.

Absent: None

City Employees present were:  Public Works Flynn, Police Chief Knutson, Police Officer Van Zee, Attorney Kelly and Auditor Middlestead.

Others attending: Ken Smith, Dickey County Leader was not present; Hans Gruner, Wade Senger, Interstate Engineering; J. Zacher, L. Dahlberg.
  
Wade Senger, Interstate Engineering, was present to report on the final expenditures on the water tower project, and the sanitary and storm sewer televising and cleaning progress.   The landscaping at the water tower was redone and will be paid once the grass is growing.  The hydrant replacement project is done.   Motion by Meidinger, second by Flaherty, to approve the hydrant replacement project and to pay Naastad Brothers $78,237.73 with a retainage of $4,117.78.  Roll call vote: all members aye.  Motion approved. 

Senger reported RTS Shearing had some issues with cleaning the storm sewer along 2nd ST SW and has discontinued this process; Senger has started working on the application through USDA RD and assembling the financial information.

Operating statement:  Motion by Meidinger, second by Crabtree, to approve the May operating statement as presented.  Roll call vote: all members, aye. Motion approved.

Police Chief Knutson was present to report on the police log activity for the month of May.  
Chief Knutson stated he received $500 from Ellendale Area Foundation for new tactical vests.  The total amount needed is around $2,200, so will continue to search for funds.    

Liquor License Renewal:  Motion by Meidinger, second by Flaherty, to approve the semiannual full liquor licenses for American Legion; Pheasant Lanes; Harvest Inn/The Granary; Casey’s General; Corner Corral; Fireside Family Restaurant and Beer License for Z’s Fresh Market.  Roll call vote: all members, aye.  Motion approved.  

Building Permits:  Motion by Wadholm, second by Denison, to approve the building permit for
C. Fulker for garage door replacement at 209 Railroad Ave N; to approve building permit extension for 6 months for B. Fischer at 217 3rd St N; to approve a permit for H. Gruner to build a privacy fence at 516 1st Ave N and place a storage shed at 516 1st Ave N; to approve a permit for J. Meidinger to replace a deck at 605 2nd St S; to approve a permit for J. & K. Schmidt to replace shingles, windows, siding, soffit and front steps at 201 4th St S; to approve a permit for

Public Works Report:  PWS Flynn was present and reported on the activities in May.  At this time, a 3rd PW employee will not be hired, 2 seasonal part time employees were hired to help during the summer.   Mayor purposed PW employees receive $150 per shift for on-call time.  Motion by Denison, second by Crabtree, to pay the on-call employee $150 per on-call period beginning June 1, 2020.  Employee will continue to be paid overtime pay for weekend rounds, plus any emergency hours as per ND DOL.  Roll call vote: all members, aye.  Motion approved.  Mayor Thorpe offered to be on call every 3rd weekend.  Other council members were interested in volunteering as needed.

[bookmark: _Hlk42853219]Discussed Ag purpose, Dangerous Animal, and other Regulated Animal Application/Permits. The ordinance continues to state dangerous animals and other regulated animals are not allowed in the city limits without an application/permit approved by City Council.  Motion by Flaherty, second by Wadholm, to approve the Dangerous Animal and Other Regulated Animal Application/Permit.  Roll call vote: all members, aye.  Motion approved.  Ag use Permit should be corrected to state the permit is valid for 5 years.  The Ag Use Application/Permit will be used for land used for agricultural purpose in the city limits; to include tracts of land used as hay land, grain production and other regulated animals permitted in the city limits. Motion by Flaherty, second by Wadholm, to approve the Ag Use Application/ Permit to include the 5-year term period.  Roll call vote:  All members, aye.  Motion approved.  Further discussion on the Dangerous Animal and Other Regulated Animal Application/Permit fee schedule.  Flaherty suggested to expediate the Other Regulated Animal application/permit process for H. Gruner/
L. Dahlberg there be a $5 fee for the first year and by next meeting the schedule fee will be finalized.  Motion by Flaherty, second by Denison, to approve a 1-time $5 annual fee for 
H. Gruner/ L. Dahlberg Dangerous Animal and Other Regulated Animal Application/ Permit. Roll call vote:  All members, aye.  Motion approved.  Motion by Flaherty, second by Meidinger, to approve a 30-day extension to allow Gruner/Dahlberg animals to remain in city limits until application/permit is finalized and approved.  Roll call vote:  All members, aye.  Motion approved.  

H. Gruner generously personally donated $500 and $500 from Coteau Grain & Seed to the Police Department for the purchase of tactical vests.  

Resolution of City Bonding:  Motion by Wadholm, second by Meidinger, to approve by resolution the City Bonding for $1,754,068.  Roll call vote:  All members, aye.  Motion approved.

FFA sign will be taken off agenda at this time.  

Drainage easement discussed for property not in the city limits; easement done in 1964 covering N 66’ of property.  Possible survey will be done.  

Legion baseball:  Aberdeen Legion baseball team requested to use ball field June 16 for a game with Bismarck; 5th Street S will be blocked off during the game.

Siren: Sirens are tested monthly, but on the night of June 7th there was a malfunction of the siren using the remote process.  As of today, repairs were made.  

Outside of city limits water/sewer services:  Research ordinance regarding new nonresident customer connection process/fees.  

Organization meeting will be June 23rd at 5:30 PM as a Zoom meeting.  

Next regular meeting will be July 13th at 5:30 PM as a Zoom meeting.

Correspondence: Pet vaccination clinic and sign up for city licensing set for June 23, 3-6 PM.
