Minutes: Motion by Belmore, second by Ulmer to approve the minutes of the May 12th Council meeting and the May 22nd Special Council meeting.  All members present, aye.  Motion approved.

Operating statement: Motion by Pahl, second by Maunu to approve operating statement as presented.  All members present, aye.  Motion approved.

Bills:  Motion by Ulmer, second by Pahl to approve the bills as presented.  All members present, aye.  Motion approved.

Marion Trautmann, Librarian for the Ellendale Public Library requested permission to hire someone to clean the library.  They have advertised for an experienced work employee, but have not had any response.  Discussed the possibility of pursuing an increase for the mill levy for the library.  Motion by Pahl, second by Ulmer to approve $1,500 per year to hire a part time cleaning person. All members present, aye.  Motion approved.

City Foreman report:  Flynn reported on the May jobs completed: spring cleanup, cemetery clean up and organized recycle center. In June they will be working at Ellendale Acres, blade roads and stay ahead of mowing.  Flynn also reported the hydrant on 281 should be fixed the week of June 9th.  

Bid opening:  no bids were submitted for purchase of the vacant lots at 117  2nd St. N. and 217  3rd St. N..  Advertising will continue thru next meeting.

Motion by Schilling, second by Maunu to approve liquor/beer licenses for: American Legion, Corner Corral, Fireside, Granary and Pheasant Lanes.  All members present, aye. Motion approved.

Motion by Pahl, second by Schilling to approve by resolution the City Auditors bonding.  Bonding set at$900,000.  All members present, aye.  Motion approved.

Police Chief Frannea reported on the police activity for the month of May.  Chief Frannea also inquired about no passing signs along 281.  He will contact ND DOT.

Motion by Pahl, second by Ulmer to approve the Pledge reports.  All members present, aye. Motion approved.

Motion by Pahl, second by Belmore to approve the 2nd Reading of the amendment of Ordinance #1.0309 – Removal of Appointive Officers.  Roll call vote: Pahl – Yes; Maunu – Yes; Schilling – Yes; Belmore – Yes; Ulmer – Yes; Reis - Absent.  Motion approved.

Motion by Ulmer, second by Maunu to approve the 2nd Reading of Ordinance #1.0318 – Appointment of a Public Works Director by the Mayor. Roll call vote: Maunu – Yes; Schilling – Yes; Belmore – Yes; Ulmer – Yes; Pahl – Yes; Reis – Absent.  Motion approved.

Motion by Schilling, second by Belmore to approve the 2nd Reading of the amendment of Ordinance #4.0707 - Regulating the Discharge of Fireworks within the City Limits of Ellendale.  Roll call vote: Schilling – Yes; Belmore – Yes; Ulmer – Yes; Maunu – Yes; Pahl – Yes; Reis – Absent.  Motion approved.

Ordinance Amendment Discussion:  Agreed to finalizing amendments per chapter to help complete the task in a more timely manner.

T. Brandenburger Fuel tank:  Discussed placing a gasoline tank in a residential zone.  Motion by Pahl, second by Ulmer to deny the request to place a 500 gallon gas tank on their property.  Roll call vote: Belmore – Yes; Ulmer – Yes; Pahl – Yes; Maunu – Yes; Schilling – Yes; Reis – Absent.  Motion denied.

Building Permits: Motion by Pahl, second by Schilling to approve the Trinity Bible College permit to renovate porch on 51  6th Ave. S.  All members present, aye.  Motion approved.

Caro building permit: Discussed the need for a survey, BI Kassa will have Caro’s submit a new drawing indicating the change of dimensions for the fence to be within their property.

Taylor building permit:  Council felt a survey is needed.

White building permit:  Motion by Schilling, second by Maunu to approve the fence permit to contain pets; and the replacement of a sliding door.  All members present, aye.  Motion approved.

Building Inspector Report: Kassa reported 20 properties within City limits which are not secured and stray animals have inhabited.  Council advised BI Kassa to write letters to owners of these properties to correct the problems with 30 days.  A copy of the correspondence should be forwarded to each council member.  
 
City Auditor Middlestead was advised to send letters to nuisance properties and properties out of compliance with the ordinance pertaining to grass length and noxious weeds.

Main Street buildings:  78 Main St has been sold.  The City is preparing a Quit Claim Deed for 82 Main Street.

BI Kassa was instructed to contact HELD Inc to place a barrier to restrict activity on the north side of the Nodak building. 

[bookmark: _GoBack]BI Kassa was instructed to send letter to VA for the 104  2nd St S property to be demolished in 30 days or the City will demolish and expenditures will be assessed to the property. 

Still waiting on the gentlemen interested in repurposing the materials from the 86 Main Street building demolition.

Chief Frannea informed the Council the City Police will be identifying unlicensed vehicles/trailers; and will be checking for residential and commercial property missing house numbers.
 
Correspondence:  A letter was received from Dale Middlestead concerning the tuck point procedure done for City Hall in 1999 and the timing to reapply a waterproof sealant to help preserve the bricks and mortar at this time.  Council directed the Mayor to inquire if the cost was more than $2,500, than a bid process would need to be completed.

Schilling expressed his concern over the lack of lawn mowing.  Discussed a possible fine.

The reorganizational meeting will be held June 24th at 5:30 PM at City Hall.

Next meeting will be July 14th at 5:30PM. 

Mayor adjourned meeting at 7:00 PM.
