Mayor Thorpe called the meeting to order at 5:30 PM with Council members Belmore, Ulmer, Fuher and Schilling present.

Minutes: Motion by Schilling, second by Fuher to approve the minutes of the December 1st Special Council meeting and December 8th Regular Council meeting.  All members present, aye.  Motion approved. 

Operating statement: Motion by Ulmer, second by Belmore to approve operating statement as presented.  All members present, aye.  Motion approved.

Amend 2014 Budget:  Motion by Fuher, second by Ulmer to amend the 2014 City Budget as follows:  Highway Fund increase by $21,500;  Share Cost Improvement increase by $600; Tourism increased by $1,150; Ambulance replacement increase by $29,500 and Library increased by $1,400.  Roll call vote:  Schilling – Yes; Belmore – Yes; Ulmer – Yes; Fuher – Yes; Reis and Maunu – Absent.  Motion approved.

Bills:  Motion by Belmore, second by Ulmer to approve the bills as presented.  All members present, aye.  Motion approved.
 
Delinquent accounts:  J Hollingsworth, Branton Jones, K Krege; K Kuno, J Marlow, M Metcalf and J South.

 Raffle Permits:  None

Acting Police Chief Knutson reported on the police activity for the month of December.  The Dickey County Sheriff’s office has been working well with Knutson to arrange time off.  

Motion by Schilling, second by Fuher to approve the appointment of Brad Knutson as the Police Chief.   Roll call vote: Belmore – Yes; Ulmer – Yes; Fuher – Yes; Schilling – Yes; Maunu and Reis - Absent.  Motion approved.

After discussion a motion by Fuher, second by Schilling to approve the increase of wages for Police Chief Knutson to $45,000 for 2015.  Roll call vote:  Ulmer – Yes; Fuher – Yes; Schilling – Yes; Belmore – Yes; Maunu and Reis – Absent.  Motion Approved.

Discussion was held to determine the decision concerning the City contracting with Dickey County Sheriff instead of hiring a City Police Officer.   Discussion was tabled as Sheriff Estes was not in attendance at this time.

Public Works Report:  Flynn discussed the monthly jobs completed in December and some of the jobs to be done in January.  

PWD Flynn reported that on January 3rd the lift station on 5th Ave N stopped working and an emergency call was made.  The pump was found to have been plugged do to flushable wipes.  Business using this lift station will monitor and cease the use of these items in the future.  Due to the cost involved a charge could be put in place in the future.  

Motion by Schilling, second by Fuher to approve Electric Pump charge of $2,324.43 for the labor charge on the 5th Ave N lift station for the emergency service call.  All members present, aye.  Motion approved.  

Water Tower:  Mayor Thorpe informed the Council Randy Pope, City Engineer, will attend the February meeting to discuss the starting process to replace the water tower.  This could take up to 2 years for the preliminary studies.

Property Tax Exemption:  Tabled to secure more information.

Sheriff Estes now present.  

Discussion concerning the contract between Dickey County Sheriff’s department and Ellendale City Police to identify when City ordinances would be enforced; what has changed from the past history; how schedules would be implemented; how salary/benefits and vehicle usage would be handled; timeframe of contract; and what would be best for the City of Ellendale.

Motion by Fuher, second by Schilling to hire a City Police Officer offering a starting salary of $37,000, depending on experience, plus regular benefits.  Roll call vote: Fuher – Yes; Schilling – Yes; Belmore – Yes; Ulmer – Yes; Maunu and Reis – Absent.  Motion approved.
 
Motion by Schilling, second by Belmore to back fill the position made available by Knutson’s promotion.   Roll call vote: Schilling – Yes; Belmore – Yes; Ulmer – Yes; Fuher – Yes; Maunu and Reis – Absent.  Motion approved.

TIF District:  Motion by Belmore, second by Schilling to approve the Resolution Adopting General Development Plan for the City of Ellendale.  Roll call vote: Ulmer – Yes; Fuher – Yes; Schilling – Yes; Belmore – Yes; Maunu and Reis – Absent.  Motion approved.
Motion by Schilling, second by Fuher to approve the Declaration of Official Intent for the City of Ellendale.  Roll call vote:  Belmore – Yes; Ulmer – Yes; Fuher – Yes; Schilling – Yes; Maunu and Reis – absent.  Motion approved.
