Mayor Thorpe called the regular monthly meeting to order at 6:30 PM with Council members Belmore, Fuher, Meidinger, Flaherty and Reis present.

Absent: Maunu.

City Employees present were:  Officer Van Zee, Attorney Kelly, PW foreman Flynn and Auditor Middlestead. 

Others attending:  C. Ehresmann and H. Ash; R. Johnson, Dickey County Leader Editor, was not in attendance.  

Agenda additions:  C. Ehresmann concern; water tower Right of Way Certificate; Special Assessment Board and Walk of Fame Stars.  

Minutes: Motion by Fuher, second by Meidinger, to approve the minutes of the December 12, 2016, Regular Council meeting.  All members present, aye.  Motion approved.    

Attorney Kelly addressed concerns presented by Char Ehresmann. 

Ehresmann and Ash left the meeting. 

Operating statement:  Motion by Belmore, second by Fuher, to approve the operating statement as presented.  All members present, aye.  Motion approved.  

Public Works Report:  PW Supervisor Flynn reported on the monthly jobs completed in December.  He discussed the possibility of a shed to house the generator at the master sewer lift.  ND Health Department and EPA have indicated there will be future mandatory requirement to have the salt/sand piles covered to prevent erosion.  Dickey County Highway and the City Public Works are working on a solution.  Motion by Flaherty, second by Fuher, to begin negotiations with Dickey County and to invest up to $16,000 for a salt/sand pole style building.  Roll call vote: Reis – No; Meidinger – Yes; Belmore – Yes; Flaherty – Yes; Fuher – Yes; Maunu - Absent.  Motion approved.  

Also discussed the south landfill concrete pile and options to repurpose the huge amount of concrete.  Flynn received various concrete crushing bids from RTS Shearing.  The bids are very expensive.  Council and public works will continue to contemplate this idea.  

Flynn also mentioned the salt/sander will need to be replaced before next winter.  Bids received were $7,650 to $9,280.  Council requested to table to next meeting.

Motion by Reis, second by Flaherty, to approve the building permit for M. Zinter to do improvement at laundromat.  All members present, aye.  Motion Approved.

Roll call vote: Meidinger – Yes; Flaherty – Yes; Fuher – Yes; Reis – Yes; Belmore – Absent; Maunu - Absent.  Motion approved.  Motion by Flaherty, second by Meidinger, to approve by resolution the regular monthly city council meeting be held on the 2nd Monday of each month at 6:30 PM.  Roll call vote: Flaherty – Yes; Fuher – Yes; Reis – Yes; Meidinger – Yes; Belmore – Absent; Maunu - Absent.  Motion approved.

Amend 2016 Budget:  Motion by Reis, second by Fuher, to amend 2016 budget as follows:  Tourism Fund increase by $9,100; and Ambulance Fund increase by $31,600; and Airport Fund increase by $40,900.  All members present, aye.  Motion approved.

Water Tower Right of Way:  Motion by Flaherty, second by Reis, to authorize Mayor Thorpe to approve the USDA - Right of Way Certificate.  Roll call vote: Fuher – Yes; Reis – Yes; Meidinger – Yes; Flaherty – Yes; Belmore – Absent; Maunu – Absent.  Motion approved. 

Discussed getting started with the Special Assessment Board for the water tower project.  

Walk of Fame stars:   Walk of Fame committee has requested the City help with payment of the cost of installation of the 5 stars to be placed in 2017.  Council tabled request.
