Mayor Thorpe called the regular monthly meeting to order at 5:30 PM with Council members Belmore, Fuher, Meidinger, Maunu and Flaherty present.

Absent: Reis. 

City Employees present were:  Police Chief Knutson, Attorney Kelly, Public Works Director Flynn and Auditor Middlestead. 

Also present:  Mickey Thorpe and T. Browning.  

R. Johnson, Dickey County Leader Editor, was not in attendance.

Minutes: Motion by Fuher, second by Belmore, to approve the minutes of the September 12, 2016, Regular Council meeting and a special council meeting on September 28, 2016.   All members present, aye.  Motion approved.    

Operating statement:  Motion by Fuher, second by Meidinger, to approve the operating statement as presented.  All members present, aye.  Motion approved.  

Bills:   Motion by Fuher, second by Flaherty, to approve the bills as presented.  All members present, aye.  Motion approved.

Delinquent accounts: S. Arion, K. Lauder, T. Blondo, D. Tressel and Metro Team.

Raffle Permits:  Motion by Belmore, second by Meidinger, to approve the following Raffle/Bingo permits: Christ the King Lutheran Church and EHS Post Prom.  All members present, aye.  Motion approved.

Motion by Fuher, second by Flaherty, to approve a special permit for the Presbyterian United Methodist Church to have a bon fire.  All members present, aye. Motion approved.   

Police Chief Knutson reported on the police activity for the month of September; discussed the notification/publication of sex offenders.  Chief Knutson stated he typically does not notify until the State of ND has risk rated the offender.  Council suggested notification as soon as aware of offender which could require a second notice after risk rating has been finalized.  Discussion held on vehicles parked on 5th Ave N and the visibility issue.  

Maunu is now in attendance. 

Public Works Report:  PW Supervisor Flynn provided a report for the monthly jobs completed in September.  Crack sealing has been completed; annual inspection was completed on the lift stations with a quote of approximately $4,900 for necessary repairs; hydrant and sewer flushing and tree trimming will start within the next couple of weeks.    A quote was received from Ellendale Concrete for $8,000 to complete the curb project at 2nd St S.  

Trent Browning addressed the council concerning the dangerous building inspection.  He stated other houses in the City of Ellendale have worse conditions than his house.  Browning will attend next month when the inspection report has been finalized for continued discussion.  

Building Permits:  Motion by Fuher, second by Meidinger, to approve the following building permits: S. Bauer – soft top building; N. Worrel – fence for privacy and dog pending a survey or written agreement with neighboring property owner.  All members present, aye.  Motion approved.
Surcharge discussion:  Discussion was held concerning creating revenue for future equipment replacement and capital improvements.  Further discussion at the special meeting on October 12th.

Motion by Belmore, second by Flaherty, to hold an executive session.  All members present, aye.  Motion approved.

Motion by Fuher, second by Meidinger, to close Executive Session and reopen meeting.   All members present, aye.   Motion approved.

Correspondence:  Ellendale Public School inquired about zoning issues concerning the property just acquired.  Further discussion will be held at the next meeting.

Due to last year’s complaints concerning sidewalks being shoveled into the streets after the snowplows have removed the snow, the Council discussed the possibility of the City requesting bids for sidewalk snow removal and the property owners being charged or requiring businesses to have snow removed prior to plowing of streets.  Further discussion at next month’s meeting.
