City Council
October 12, 2020
5:30 PM – Senior Center and Via Zoom Virtual 
 
Due to the COVID 19 restrictions this meeting was held at the Senior Center to allow for Social Distancing and Zoom Virtual Meeting option was also available.  

Mayor Thorpe called the regular monthly meeting to order at 5:35 PM with Council members in attendance:  Flaherty, Crabtree, Denison, Wadholm, and Bauer via Zoom Virtual option.

Absent: Meidinger.

City Employees present were:  Police Chief Knutson via ZOOM, Attorney Kelly was not present and Auditor Middlestead.

Others attending: Ken Smith, Dickey County Leader was not present; Wade Senger, Interstate Engineering via ZOOM and C. Jongerius, DC Senior Citizen Director.
  
Wade Senger, Interstate Engineering, was present to report on finalizing the Water Tower project.  The hydrants replacement project is complete.  Motion by Wadholm, second by Crabtree, to make the final payment to Naastad Brothers in the amount of $4,117.77.  Roll call vote: Crabtree – Yes; Flaherty – Yes; Wadholm – Yes; Meidinger – Absent; Bauer – Yes; Denison – Yes.  Motion approved.

Sewer project - Digital Detectives will be in town this week to get final reports so Interstate can complete the final application to UDSA-RD.  Discussed the drainage around the city; Interstate could do surveys to see level of drainage.  Motion by Denison, second by Wadholm, to have Interstate Engineering do a survey of the drainage for all areas of the city. Roll call vote: Crabtree – Yes; Flaherty – Yes; Wadholm – Yes; Meidinger – Absent; Bauer – Yes; Denison – Yes.  Motion approved.
 
Wade discussed the NDDOT connection to the city sanitary sewer; an easement to the private landowners and a user agreement was reviewed by Attorney Kelly.

Cheryl Jongerius, Site Director for DC Senior Citizens for 38 years, was present to discuss the snow removal.  The Senior Citizens have contracted someone to remove snow in the past and will continue to do so.  Because the center is not open the same hours as in the past and Ellendale MV Branch office is now located in the building there could be the need to remove snow during the hours the DMV is open.   Council will research a snow removal option.  Also discussed the slim parking option available to the Center’s employees, DMV employees and clients.  Mayor Thorpe will talk to the Police Chief and fire department about the parking.

[bookmark: _Hlk53676002]Airport:  Airport Chairperson Kyle Glynn and Rusty Merkel from Green Iron Equipment are now present to discuss a lease of a JD tractor for snow removal at the airport through the City as the qualifying subdivision.  Airport Authority will pay 100% of the fees; payments; insurance; rental fees and any administration fees.   Motion by Flaherty, second by Denison, to approve the Lease of a 4-wheel drive JD Tractor 135-190 PTO HP; minimum of 8 months/250 hrs for $19.91 per hr/any overage hours at 1.5 rate multiple; with an agreement all fees; payments; insurance; rental fees and any administration fees to be paid by the Airport Authority.  Per Attorney Kelly’s review of lease agreement/agreement with City.  Roll call vote: Denison – Yes; Wadholm – Yes; Crabtree – Yes; Flaherty – Yes; Bauer – Yes; Meidinger – Absent.  Motion Approved.   

Mayor discussed the flashing stop signs with Wade Senger and NDDOT feels they are not warranted; they would approve larger stop signs and stop ahead signs.  NDDOT would approve flashing speed limit signs.
