Neil distributed a survey for all to complete confidentially, allowing each to rate items listed that were related to communities and their services.  While the results were being tallied, Don updated everyone on community business activities that he has been working on.

The survey results showed the following:  the top 4 issues needing attention were found to be housing, community image, economic development, and business district revitalization.  The JDA and the Council were very close on identifying the same issues, as the surveys were separated by organization.

Discussion was held on several positive aspects of the community, along with needs and how to move forward.  Crossroads Community Advisors will review the discussion/survey points and work with the groups to begin to plan how to accomplish some of the recognized issues.
