Mayor Thorpe called the regular monthly meeting to order at 6:30 PM with Council members Wadholm, Denison, Bauer and Meidinger present.

Absent:  Flaherty (ambulance call arrived at 8:10 PM)

City Employees present were:  Police Chief Knutson, Public Works Director Flynn, Attorney Kelly and Auditor Middlestead. 

Others attending:  W. Senger, Interstate Engineering; C. Bauer and Mickey Thorpe.  R. Johnson, Dickey County Leader was not in attendance.   

Wade Senger with Interstate Engineering presented a monthly report.   Maguire Iron has completed the sidewalk; the online system was completed today by the electrician and the old tower will be emptied within the week.  Jobs unfinished are the fencing and grass seeding.  Discussed the secondary transducer.  Motion by Wadholm, second by Denison, to purchase a secondary transducer for $7,870.  All members present, aye.  Motion approved.

Senger explained a calculating error was found in the #11 pay estimate to Maguire Iron. This estimate was approved at the September meeting.  Motion by Meidinger, second by Wadholm, to approve the August and September Water System Improvement Dist. #17-01 “REVISED” PE #11 for Maguire Iron for electrical;  purchase mixer, excavating, sidewalks, and fence in the amount of $93,623.92, contingent on the approval of USDA.  All members present, aye.  Motion approved.  

Motion by Meidinger, second by Wadholm, to approve the Water System Improvement District No. 17-01 partial payment estimate # 8 to Naastad Brothers in the amount of $50,508.65, for the completion of the well capping and hydrant grade adjustments; and to reduce retainage from 5% to 2%. All members present, aye.  Motion approved.

CPA Rotunda was not in attendance.

Motion by Meidinger, second by Wadholm, to approve the appointment of Brittney Bain to the Library Board.  All members present, aye.  Motion approved.

Motion by Meidinger, second by Denison, to approve the appointment of Richard Wadholm to the Ellendale Housing Authority.  All members present, aye.  Motion approved.

Mertz Lumber has been in contact about the roof repair at the Senior Center and should have numbers to the Council by next meeting.

2nd Reading Ordinance 10.0205 Dog or Cat Running at Large (dog park):  Motion by Meidinger, second by Wadholm, to approve the 2nd Reading of Ordinance 10.0205 Dog or Cat Running at Large.  All members present, aye.  Motion approved.

2nd Reading Ordinance 4.0407 Fireworks (discharge must be 300 ft. away from gasoline facility):  Motion by Meidinger, second by Denison, to approve the 2nd Reading of Ordinance 4.0407 for Fireworks – Discharge.  All members present, aye.  Motion approved.

Police Chief Knutson was present to report on the police activity for the month of September.  Traffic around school has been monitored; Chief started Counter Act program in the grade school.   Blumhardt mentioned he has contacted NDDOT several times about the amount of traffic that does not stop at the 4-Way stop on Main St and Hwy 281.   He will continue to pursue this problem.

Radermacher Building Lease:  The lease between Radermacher and City which houses Motor Vehicle, Job Development Authority director and Chamber of Commerce expires February, 2019.  Several options were discussed and will be tabled to November.

JDA/Fargo Assembly:  Public Works Director will winterize the building (321  9th St. N.) next week.  

Council member Flaherty is now present at 8:10 PM.  

Public Works Report:  PW Supervisor Flynn reported on the monthly jobs completed in September.  PW Flynn displayed samples of concrete recycled by RTS Shearing.   Motor grader is now repaired.  Will be looking for grant funds for sewers to be televised.

Browning, 617 2nd St N; approve building demo for Ellendale Community Food Pantry at 201 5th St N.  All members, aye.  Motion approved.

Sales Tax Dedication – Section 12:  Motion by Flaherty, second by Wadholm, to have the sales tax dedication remain the same - with 37.5% dedicated to JDA Fund; and 62.5% dedicated to Capital Improvement fund, as per Ordinance 1.1102 Sales Tax – Section 12.  All members aye.  Motion approved.
