October 9, 2017
6:30 PM – City Hall
 
Mayor Thorpe called the regular monthly meeting to order at 6:30 PM with Council members Wadholm, Flaherty, Reis, and Meidinger present.

Absent: Maunu and Fuher

City Employees present were:  Police Chief Knutson, Attorney Kelly, Public Works Director Flynn and Auditor Middlestead. 

Others attending:  W. Senger, Interstate Engineering; C. Hedman, M. Meyers, M. Thorpe, 
R. Johnson, Dickey County Leader Editor was not in attendance.

Wade Senger with Interstate Engineering informed the council on the progress of the water tower.  During the excavating of the water tower location, a second well was found; which will need to be capped off and the original tower location moved 10 ft south.  Motion by Flaherty, second by Reis, to approve Water System Improvement Dist. #17-01 Elevated Storage Tank –Project #J15-00-038 change order #1 to excavate the tower site 10’ south to avoid the 2nd well location; and approve the contractors’ 5 day delay in the total amount of $3,380.  All members present, aye.  Motion approved.

Motion by Reis, second by Flaherty, to approve Water System Improvement Dist. #17-01 Elevated Storage Tank – Project # J15-00-038  payment #1 to Maguire Iron in the amount of $73,625; and payment #2 in the amount of $196,650, for a total amount of $270,275.  All members present, aye.  Motion approved.

Motion by Meidinger, second by Flaherty, to approve Water System Improvement Dist. #17-01 water main installation – Project # J15-00-038 partial payment  #1 to Naastad Brothers in the amount of $103,795.38.  All members present, aye.  Motion approved. 

Discussed the bypass system at the water plant needed during the tower project.   Council has not received the cost estimate at this time, will discuss at next meeting whether it should be a permanent or temporary system.

Hedman joined the meeting at 6:42 PM; Police Chief Knutson joined the meeting at 6:46 PM; and M. Meyers joined the meeting at 6:57 PM.  M. Thorpe left the meeting at 6:58 PM.

Mr. Carl Hedman requested to address the Council.  During Mr. Hedman’s dialogue he began making baseless allegations, became unruly, the Mayor tried to call the meeting to order and Mr. Hedman continued to be unruly.  At 6:59 PM Mr. Hedman was removed by order of the Mayor and implemented by the city Chief of Police who was present during the entire altercation.

Agenda additions:  Resignation of council member E. Fuher was read and accepted.

Minutes: Motion by Flaherty, second by Meidinger, to approve the minutes of the Regular Council meeting on September 11, 2017.  All members present, aye.  Motion approved.  

Operating statement:  Motion by Reis, second by Flaherty, to approve the September operating statement as presented.  All members present, aye.  Motion approved.  

Bills:   Motion by Meidinger, second by Reis, to approve the bills as presented.  All members present, aye.  Motion approved.

Delinquent accounts:  T. Beckius and J. South.

Raffle Permits:  Motion by Meidinger, second by Wadholm, to approve the Gaming Site Authorization for Ellendale Fire Protection District, Inc.; to approve the American Legion Auxiliary; Ellendale Area Community Foundation; Pheasants Forever; and Ellendale Post Prom raffle permits.  All members present, aye.  Motion approved.

Storage Containers:  Council discussed the storage container permit; dumpsters; moving pods; and temporary time limits.  Motion by Flaherty, second by Meidinger, to amend storage container permit application fee to $.75 per square foot per year with a maximum annual charge of $500 per site/location regardless of the number of containers permitted.  All members present, aye. Motion approved.
  
Hahne – Utility billing request: Council member Wadholm discussed the benefits of approving the elimination of utility fees on these properties.  Council member Flaherty volunteered to work on a plan that would be reasonable to all property owners.  

Reis left the meeting at 7:39 PM.

Public Works Report:  PW Supervisor Flynn reported on the monthly jobs completed in September.  A water leak was found on 1st Street N.  Discussed hydrant replacements.  Received quotes to replace salt sander.  Motion by Flaherty, second by Meidinger, to purchase the Hi-Way Super P sander with HD screen attachment with a maximum cost of $9,500 to include shipping.   All members present, aye.  Motion approved.  Motion by Meidinger, second by Flaherty, to approve leasing the JD tractor and mower for $100 per hour to the Airport Authority.  All members present, aye.  Motion approved.

Discussed Main Street snow removal.  Council Member Meidinger will organize a discussion with Main Street property owners.

Building Permits:  Motion by Flaherty, second by Wadholm, to approve the following building permits:  L. Rains/J. Peterson to construct an utility shed at 453 3nd Ave SW; approve M. Discussed the Fargo Assembly/JDA lease agreement:  Contact has been made with Fargo Assembly Manager to plan a meeting with Mayor Thorpe and Attorney Kelly. 

Discussed hiring a company to appraise the City’s assets to ensure proper insurance coverage.   More information will be gotten.

Motion by Flaherty, second by Meidinger, to approve a cost of living increase to Deputy Pomplun of $346 related to health insurance costs.  All members present, aye.  Motion approved.

Senior center/library/fire hall roof repair:  Discussed temporary fix to roof this fall; and begin the bid process in February, 2018.  

Correspondence:  US Postal Service requested a meeting to discuss Cluster Box Units.
