City Council
November 10, 2014
5:30 PM – City Hall
 
Mayor Thorpe called the meeting to order at 5:30 PM with Council members Reis, Maunu, Belmore, Ulmer and Fuher present.

Absent: Schilling, Attorney Radermacher
 
City Employees present were:  Acting Police Chief Knutson and Public Works Director Todd Flynn.

Also present: R. Johnson, representing Dickey County Leader, and Deputy Sheriff Chris Estes.  

Agenda additions:  Fire Hall improvements and Tourism appointment.

Minutes: Motion by Belmore, second by Maunu to approve the minutes of the October 13th regular Council meeting, October 14th Joint JDA Special meeting and October 27th Special Council meeting.  All members present, aye.  Motion approved. 

Operating statement: Motion by Ulmer, second by Reis to approve operating statement as presented.  All members present, aye.  Motion approved.

Bills:  Motion by Fuher, second by Ulmer to approve the bills as presented.  All members present, aye.  Motion approved.
 
Delinquent accounts: D Belgarde, T Browning, M Fergel, M Jenkins, and B Jones.

 Raffle Permits:  Motion by Reis, second by Maunu to approve the raffle permits for Prince of Peace Care Center, Evergreen Place and Christ the King Lutheran Church.  All members present, aye.  Motion approved.

Acting Police Chief Knutson reported on the police activity for the month of October.  Chief Knutson reported how things were going during the transition after the resignation of former Chief Michael Frannea.   Dickey County Sheriff’s office has been available for backup.  Mayor Thorpe suggested an increase in wages during the interim period, possibly $300-400 per month.  Motion by Fuher, second by Ulmer to temporarily increase monthly wages by $400 retroactive to Oct 25th.  Roll call vote: All members present, aye.  Motion approved.

Deputy Sheriff Chris Estes was present to discuss the possibility of a contract with the County to share a deputy with the City.  This could be cost effective for both Departments.  There are 39 available law enforcement positions across the State with starting salaries over $50,000 in Western ND.    Chief Knutson will continue to work with Estes to work out details to bring to the DC Commissioners and City Council.  

City Foreman report:  PWD Flynn reported the jobs completed during October, also updated the list of jobs that needed to be accomplished before freeze up.  PWD Flynn has worked at the south landfill to push up the concrete to prepare for some of the debris from the demolished Main St buildings.  Discussion to keep looking for contractors interested in crushing the concrete debris for repurposing.  

Discussed the procedure of the snow alert to continue to look for a system to inform residents of parking restrictions.  Mayor Thorpe suggested looking for a snow bucket for the pay loader and checking into hauling snow to Outlot G in the Southwest area of town.  Flynn is still working with Interstate Engineering on sewers.  Discussed reviewing the Ordinance to possibly penalize residents that do not care for the sewers as directed, which then causes many extra man hours.        

Main St Buildings update:  Received an email from Veit stating pre-demolition to start around November 17th, their crew will be here November 12th to start doing internal planning, calling on neighbors, reporting to NDDOT and removing regulated waste from buildings.  Thorpe Excavating will dig pits and bury buildings in the land fill for $23,000.  R Johnson expressed concern over the December 1st Parade of Lights.  Veit and the Chamber will be contacted to discuss the situation.

 TIF Discussion: Proposals were received from Ohnstad Twichell and Arntson, Stewart Wegner to assist with the preparation of a TIF District.  Motion by Reis, second by Maunu to accept the offer from Ohnstad Twichell, pending references.   Roll call vote: All members present, aye.  Motion approved.   

Building Inspector Report: No report available.

Building Permits:  Motion by Belmore, second by Fuher to approve building permits for City of Ellendale – demolition 3 buildings; Aaron Tschosik – demolition 1 building.  All members present, aye.  Motion approved.  Motion by Reis, second by Ulmer to approve building permits for D Reed – breezeway; D Muggli- restoration of house; L Rains – miscellaneous repairs.  All members present, aye.   Motion approved.

Discuss security system: Tabled to next meeting.

Ordinance amendment discussion will continue to be discussed.  

Appointment to Tourism:  Due to Kari Nishek’s resignation from the Tourism Committee, Mayor Thorpe appointed Don Flaherty to the committee.  Motion by Ulmer, second by Reis to approve the appointment of Don Flaherty to the tourism committee.   All members present, aye.  Motion approved.  

Mayor Thorpe suggested placing 3 lights at $300 each around the fire hall. Also stated the breaker box may need to be replaced in the future.   Motion by Reis, second by Maunu to add the 3 lights to the fire hall building for $900.  All members present, aye. Motion approved.

Discussed the property sold in July and when the contract for deed will be completed. 

Motion by Reis, second by Maunu to have the City offices closed on December 26, 2014.  All members present, aye.  Motion approved.

Reis motioned, Maunu second to adjourn at 8:15 PM.

Next meeting will be December 8th  at 5:30 PM.
