Mayor Thorpe called the regular monthly meeting to order at 5:30 PM with Council members Belmore, Fuher, Meidinger, Maunu, Flaherty present and Reis via telephone.

Absent: None.

City Employees present were:  Police Chief Knutson, Attorney Kelly, Public Works Director Flynn and Auditor Middlestead. 

Also present:  Mickey Thorpe, W. Martinko and T. Browning.  

R. Johnson, Dickey County Leader Editor, was not in attendance.  

Agenda additions:  Model A Fire Truck and meeting time change.

Minutes: Motion by Fuher, second by Belmore, to approve the minutes of the October 10, 2016, Regular Council meeting and a special council meeting on October 12, 2016.   All members present, aye.  Motion approved.    

Operating statement:  Motion by Fuher, second by Meidinger, to approve the operating statement as presented.  All members present, aye.  Motion approved.  

Bills:   Motion by Fuher, second by Flaherty, to approve the bills as presented.  All members present, aye.  Motion approved.

Delinquent accounts: S. Arion, K. Lauder, M. Fergel, R. Kosse, T. Blondo, D. Tressel and Metro Team.

Raffle Permits:  Motion by Belmore, second by Fuher, to approve the following Raffle/Bingo permits: Prince of Peace Care Center and American Legion Auxiliary.  All members present, aye.  Motion approved.

Police Chief Knutson reported on the police activity for the month of October.  Knutson reported traffic around school has improved and Officer Van Zee was assisting ND Hwy Patrol with protest situation south of Mandan. 

Maunu is now present.  

Police vehicle purchase was discussed.  Motion by Flaherty, second by Meidinger, to approve the purchase of a Chevrolet Tahoe; and to authorize Mayor Thorpe the ability to negotiate the price with Nelson Auto and Blumhardt’s Chevrolet with a cap of $44,000 as a completely outfitted police vehicle, excluding the cost of radio.  Roll call vote:  Maunu – Yes; Meidinger – Yes; Belmore – Yes; Flaherty – Yes; Fuher – Yes; Reis – Yes.  Motion approved.

Public Works Report:  PW Supervisor Flynn provided a report for the monthly jobs completed in October.  Discussed road salt/gravel pile.  Will contact Dickey County to possibly work together to find a solution to protect the pile and be in compliance with the state.  

Trent Browning and William Martinko are now present. 

[bookmark: _GoBack]An appraisal and home inspection were completed at 617 2nd St N (Browning) to determine the market value of the property; its condition for a single family dwelling; and its compliance with city codes and regulations.   Motion by Fuher, second by Maunu, to declare the house at 617  2nd St N a dangerous building as defined by Ordinance 9.0401.  Roll call vote: Meidinger – Yes; Belmore – Yes; Flaherty – Yes; Fuher – Yes; Reis – Yes; Maunu - Yes.  Motion approved.  Attorney Kelly will forward a letter to Mr. Browning declaring the deficiencies needing to be abated.  Motion by Belmore, second by Flaherty, to approve the Order to Abate (617 2nd St N) the following deficiencies to Dale Weber’s approval and commence no later than 6 months from November 14, 2016, and completed no later than November 14, 2017: 1) shrubbery/trees cut back; 2) Repair windows/seals/coverings; 3) Repair roof; 4) Repair foundation; 5) Provide proper water drainage away from foundation.  Roll call vote: Belmore – Yes; Flaherty – Yes; Fuher – Yes; Reis – Yes; Maunu – Yes; Meidinger – Yes.  Motion approved. 

Martinko Zoning Request:  Mr. Martinko requested a zoning variance for Lots 3 & 4, Block 21, ELC Addition to be zoned as commercial property.  Council requested further information on the storage units to be addressed at December council meeting.  

Building Permits:  Motion by Flaherty, second by Fuher, to approve the following building permits: D. Geller, Pheasant Lanes – Roof repair; J. Janke – 10 x 16 accessory building; Ellendale Public School – Demo Permit for 500 2nd St N.  All members present, aye.  Motion approved.

First Reading of Ordinance 3.0210.1: Snow Removal – properly removing snow on public or private property.  Motion by Flaherty, second by Reis, to approve the First Reading of Ordinance 3.0210.1.  Roll call vote: Flaherty – Yes; Fuher – Yes; Reis – Yes; Maunu – Yes; Meidinger – Yes; Belmore – Yes. Motion approved.

Railroad Property:  Discussed the interest in purchasing the approximately 40 acres of RR property within the city limits.   Council Member Flaherty will further explore the benefit/cost of the property. Also discussed the use of motorized vehicles on the  “walking trail” going east from 5th Ave N and the safety of the residents walking.  Motion by Meidinger, second by Belmore, to prohibit the use of motorized vehicles on the City owned “Walking Trail”.   All members present, aye.  Motion approved.

Surcharge/Landfill/ Water Increase discussion: After much discussion regarding the increased cost of equipment and capital improvements a new surcharge fee and landfill charge will be implemented on the City’s monthly utility bills.  The surcharge will be set aside for future equipment replacement and infrastructure needs.  The landfill charge will allow only residential and outside of city limits water user customers the ability to dispose of items that were previously charged at the gate.  The increase to the water usages is due to the increase of the cost of water to the City from Southeast Water Users.  Motion by Flaherty, second by Meidinger, to approve a monthly surcharge fee in the amount of $4.00; landfill charge of $2.00 and water usage increase of $1.75 beginning January 1, 2017.  Roll call vote: Flaherty – Yes; Fuher – Yes; Reis – Abstain; Maunu – Yes; Meidinger – Yes; Belmore – Yes. Motion approved.

Water Tower Financing:  A special meeting was held November 14th at 10:30 AM with the Loan Specialist from USDA and City Engineer.  Ellendale has been approved to receive financing in the amount of $1,132,000 at 1.87% and a grant in the amount of $881,000 from USDA.  The Council voted to apply for interim financing with ND Rural Water Association.  The Special Assessment Board will be contacted.  

Ellendale Acres:  The paving project on 7th St S has been completed.

Motion by Flaherty, second by Belmore to transfer the 1929 Model A fire truck to the Ellendale Fire Protection District.  Roll call vote: Fuher – Yes; Reis – Yes; Maunu – Yes; Meidinger – Yes; Belmore – Yes; Flaherty – Yes. Motion approved.

Motion by Flaherty, second by Belmore, to change the start time of the monthly council meeting to 6:30 PM beginning December 12, 2016.  All members present, aye.  Motion approved.
