Mayor Thorpe called the regular monthly meeting to order at 6:30 PM with Council members Belmore, Fuher, Meidinger, Flaherty and Reis present.

Absent: Maunu.

City Employees present were:  Police Chief Knutson, Attorney Kelly, and Auditor Middlestead. 

R. Johnson, Dickey County Leader Editor, was not in attendance.

Minutes: Motion by Fuher, second by Belmore, to approve the minutes of the November 14, 2016, Regular Council meeting and a special council meeting on November 14, 2016.   All members present, aye.  Motion approved.    

Operating statement:  Motion by Fuher, second by Belmore, to approve the operating statement as presented.  All members present, aye.  Motion approved.  

Bills:   Motion by Reis, second by Meidinger, to approve the bills as presented.  All members present, aye.  Motion approved.

Raffle Permits:  Motion by Reis, second by Fuher, to approve the following Raffle/Bingo permits: Caring Hearts Mission, Ellendale Music Boosters and American Legion Auxiliary.  All members present, aye.  Motion approved.

Police Chief Knutson reported on the police activity for the month of November.   After receiving the updated quotes on the Ford Interceptor and the Chevrolet Tahoe, a motion by Flaherty, second by Meidinger, to rescind the November 14th motion to purchase the 2017 Chevrolet Tahoe.  Roll call vote: Reis – Yes; Meidinger – Yes; Belmore – Yes; Flaherty – Yes; Fuher – Yes; Maunu – Absent.  Motion approved.  A motion by Flaherty, second by Meidinger, to approve the purchase of the 2017 Ford Interceptor from Nelson Auto for $27,876.62; also approve the outfitting, decals and radio at an approximate cost of $11,891.04.    Roll call vote: Reis – Yes; Meidinger – Yes; Belmore – Yes; Flaherty – Yes; Fuher – Yes; Maunu – Absent.  Motion approved. Chevrolet Impala will be advertised for sale when new vehicle is ready for service.

A yield sign was suggested to be place at 2nd St N and 2nd Ave N in the spring.

Public Works Report:  PW Supervisor Flynn was not present for meeting, but provided a report for the monthly jobs completed in November.  Several fire hydrants will need to be repaired/replaced.  Due to the depleting of landfill space Flynn suggested the Council start researching the purchase of land to replace existing landfill.  Other items that were discussed are the problem of snow removal on main street sidewalks after the snow plow has already cleaned; a letter to be written to Main Street property owners to develop a better snow removal plan for the future; and purchasing a gate blade, will do more research on this subject.    

Building Permits:  Motion by Meidinger, second by Fuher, to approve W. Martinko’s building permit for an unattached shed/storage building; pending a conditional use permit to be drafted by Attorney Kelly and signed by Martinko. Motion by Fuher, second by Belmore, to approve the building permit with variance to Seth Petersen for an extra bedroom/egress window, pending a written approval from neighbors due the distance on the west side of house falls closer than 5’.  Roll call vote: Belmore – Yes; Flaherty – Yes; Fuher – Yes; Reis – Yes; Meidinger – Yes; Maunu – Absent.  Motion Approved.  Motion by Fuher, second by Flaherty, to approve the Brent Fischer building permit to extend the completion deadline for one year.   All members present, aye.  Motion approved.  Motion by Fuher, second by Flaherty, to disapprove the building permit for Jeff Bixby to move a storage building on to property until building is permanently attached to a foundation.  Roll call vote: Flaherty – Yes; Fuher – Yes; 
Reis – Yes; Meidinger – Yes; Belmore – Yes; Maunu – Absent.  Motion Approved.

Second Reading of Ordinance 3.0210.1: Snow Removal – properly removing snow on public or private property.  Motion by Flaherty, second by Belmore, to approve the Second Reading of Ordinance 3.0210.1.  Roll call vote: Fuher – Yes; Reis – Yes; Meidinger – Yes; Belmore – Yes; Flaherty – Yes; Maunu - Absent. Motion approved.

Motion by Reis, second by Flaherty, to abate the special assessments on parcel # 08061-000; Lot 13, Block 25, First Addition (63 3rd St N) to the City of Ellendale.  All members present, aye.  Motion approved.

First Reading of Ordinance #1.0201:  Motion by Flaherty, second by Meidinger, to approve by resolution the First Reading to amend Ordinance #1.0201 to state the meeting date and time shall be posted at City Hall.  All members present, aye.  Motion approved.

Surcharge/Landfill/ Water Increase discussion: Council agreed water usage charge over the minimum 1,000 gallons will remain at $5.00 per thousand.  

Salary Discussion:  Motion by Flaherty, second by Meidinger, to approve a 4% wage increase for 2017 City Fulltime, Part-time and Ambulance employees as follows, with a comparison search of Deputy Auditor salaries to be revisited in January 2017, with a change to be retroactive to January 1st:  Auditor - $51,570.69; Police Chief - $49,147.90; Police Officer - $40,408.58; HOURLY – Deputy Auditor - $15.71; Public Works Supervisor - $21.62; Public Works Employee - $16.66; Public Works Employee - $13.60; PART TIME: Inert Landfill/Recycle - $10.43; Cemetery - $10.22; Janitor – $9.31; Motor Vehicle - $11.93; Motor Vehicle - $10.65; AMBULANCE – Ambulance Coordinator - $51,376.00; 24 hour Paramedic - $264.11 per shift; 24 hour AEMT - $173.76 per shift; 24 hour EMT - $152.91 per shift; 12 hour On Call driver - $16.80 per shift; Activated EMT Driver - $20.86 per hour; Activated CRP Driver - $16.81; Library Board approved 5% increase: Librarian - $8.55; Asst. Ellendale Acres:  Dollar General expected to open February 2017.

Motion by Flaherty, second by Reis, to approve the revised conflict of interest policy.  Roll call vote:  Reis – Yes; Meidinger – Yes; Belmore – Yes; Flaherty – Yes; Fuher – Yes; Maunu – Absent.  Motion approved.  

Browning Public Hearing:  A public hearing was held on the 617 2ND Street, also known as Lot 11, Block 7, Ellendale Land Company Addition to Ellendale, which is owned by Trent Browning.  A notice of the hearing was served on Mr. Browning informing him of his opportunity to address the city on the allegations that the said property is a public nuisance and a dangerous building and other notifications included in the notification that was served on Mr. Browning.  This was the scheduled date for a hearing on the merits for the question as to what action, if any should be taken by the City of Ellendale under Section 9.0401 et seq., as amended, of the Ellendale Revised Ordinances and the laws of the State of North Dakota.  The Council held the hearing and received evidence provided by the city attorney and after discussion of the issues, the Council by motion made by Reis, duly seconded by Belmore and motion carried, adopted the findings of fact, conclusions of law and Order for abatement that were submitted to the Council by the city attorney.  The said Order is filed with the auditor with the other documents relevant to the file including the proofs of service of notice and other such documents.

Liquor Licenses:  Motion by Flaherty, second by Reis, to approve the semiannual liquor licenses for American Legion, Fireside, Granary, Corner Corral and Pheasant Lanes.  .  Roll call vote: Meidinger – Yes; Belmore – Yes; Flaherty – Yes; Fuher – Yes; Reis – Yes; Maunu – Absent.  Motion approved.
