Council President Schilling called the meeting to order at 5:30 PM with Council members Reis, Maunu, Belmore, Ulmer and Fuher present.

Absent: Mayor Thorpe. 
 
City Employees present were: Attorney Radermacher, Acting Police Chief Knutson, Building Inspector Kassa, and Public Works Director Todd Flynn.

Agenda additions: Transfer Funds and Water Tower Discussion

Minutes: Motion by Belmore, second by Fuher to approve the minutes of the November 10th regular Council meeting and December 1st Special meeting.  All members, aye.  Motion approved. 

Operating statement: Motion by Reis, second by Ulmer to approve operating statement as presented.  All members, aye.  Motion approved.

Bills:  Motion by Fuher, second by Ulmer to approve the bills as presented.  All members, aye.  Motion approved.

Building Inspector Report: BI Kassa reported on progress of pending projects.  She will be contacting Gackle concerning the building on Main Street.  

Building Permits:  None

Linda Gross was present to request clarification of the dangerous dog ordinance, since a privacy fence was installed.  She stated a qualified kennel is within the enclosed privacy fence which does comply with the Dangerous Dog Ordinance; and the dogs will not be allowed to be inside the enclosed privacy fence without supervision.  Council agreed to not permit a variance to this ordinance, and the owners must follow the ordinance: If the dog is outside the kennel it must be muzzled and on a leash with at least 300 lb tensile strength.

Gross did ask about the distance required between the alley and a fence on residential property.  BI Kassa will research this and report back.
Council members Reis, Ulmer and Attorney Radermacher have left the meeting.

Acting Police Chief Knutson reported on the police activity for the month of November.  Chief Knutson reported a COPS grants could be eligible in May, 2015.  More research will be done to insure application is completed timely.  Discussed the options available with the County, and more details will need to be worked out with Dickey County.

City Foreman report:  PWD Flynn reported the jobs completed during November.

Liquor License Approval:  Motion by Fuher, second by Maunu to approve liquor/beer licenses for: American Legion, Corner Corral, Fireside, Harvest Inn/Granary and Pheasant Lanes.  All members, aye. Motion approved.

County Tax Sale:  Council was updated on the properties sold at the County Tax Sale November 18th.

TIF District:  Motion by Belmore, second by Fuher to approve A Resolution of Finding of Necessity with Respect to Urban Renewal.  Roll call vote: Fuher – Yes; Belmore – Yes; Maunu – Yes; Reis, Ulmer – Absent.

Main Street Buildings update: Due to the shared wall project (83 Main St. & demolition of 95 Main St.) being done in a timely manner, the total cost was decreased from $5,312.50 to $1,983.50. It was discussed and decided to not allow parking or the placement of snow on this property at this time.  An advertisement for the sale of this property will be put together to be approved by the January meeting.  A motion by Fuher, second by Belmore to use the Capital Improvement funds for payment of this invoice.  All members present, aye.  Motion approved. 

Council members recognized the Veit Company and their professional employees during their project on Main Street. Their company made a sad situation in our community a lot easier to handle.  Now to move on and create new memorable times for our City.

Transfer Funds:  Motion by Maunu, second by Fuher to approve the 2014 fund transfers: FROM - Water - $2,000; Sewer - $2,000; Garbage - $2,000; Surcharge - $6,000 TO Equipment Replacement - $12,000.  All members present, aye.  Motion approved.

Water Tower discussion tabled.

Discuss security system: Tabled to next meeting.

Ordinance amendment discussion will continue to be discussed.  

Motion by Belmore, second by Fuher to refund the postage cost of not more than $500 to the Library.  All members present, aye.  Motion approved.
Contract for deeds were received and will be looked over and presented for signatures within the next week.

Salary Increases: Discussion held to implement employee evaluations prior to the 2016 salary discussion.

Motion by Belmore, second by Maunu to approve a 4% wage increase for 2015 Fulltime employees as follows: 
Auditor - $47,216; 
Acting Police Chief - $35,630.40; Assessor $3,750;
HOURLY – Deputy Auditor - $14.15; Public Works Supervisor - $19.80; 
Public Works Employee - $15.02; Public Works Employee - $12.22.  All members present, aye. Motion approved. 

Motion by Fuher, second by Belmore to approve a 4% wage increase for 2015 Part-time employees as follows:
PART TIME: Inert Landfill/Recycle - $9.55; Janitor – $8.52; Motor Vehicle - $10.92; Motor Vehicle - $10.92; Librarian - $9.16; Asst Librarian - $8.24; Asst Librarian - $7.96; Asst Librarian – 7.54.  All members present, aye. Motion approved

Motion by Fuher, second by Maunu to approve a 4% wage increase for 2015 Ambulance employee as follows:
AMBULANCE – Ambulance Coordinator - $47,049.60; 24 hour EMT-P - $241.87 per shift; 
24 hour EMT-I - $159.12 per shift; 24 hour EMT-B - $140.03 per shift; 12 hour On Call driver - $15.39 per shift; Activated EMT Driver - $19.10 per hour; Activated CRP Driver - $15.39; 
All members present, aye. Motion approved.

Discussed Ipads for Council members, with the possibility of having them for next meeting.

Fuher motioned, Belmore second to adjourn at 9:30 PM. All members present, aye.  Motion Approved.
