6:00 PM – Vacant City Lots:  Gary Dathe, American Legion Manager, was present to discuss building plans for the Legion Club/Community Center.  The American Legion Club would be interested in purchasing Lot 4, Block 7, OP, using 25% for Legion membership activities and 75% for Community Center activities.   Motion by Flaherty, second by Meidinger, to approve the selling of Lot 4, Block 7, and Original Plat to Herman Schlinker Post for $100 contingent on further fund raising campaign for the Legion and project completed within 18 months of ownership.  All members present, aye.  Motion approved.  Council agreed to the low sale price due to the size of the lot, the length of time the City has owned the property since demolition and having the property back on the tax rolls.

6:00 PM – Vacant City Lots continuation:  Corey Blumhardt submitted a bid for Lots 18 & 19, Block 6, OP, for $7,500.  Motion by Flaherty, seconded by Crabtree, to approve the bid of $7,500 from Corey Blumhardt for Lots 18 & 19, Block 6, Original Plat.  All members present, aye. Motion approved.
