Mayor Thorpe called the regular monthly meeting to order at 6:30 PM with Council members Flaherty, Reis, Wadholm and Meidinger present.

Absent:  None 

City Employees present were:  Police Chief Knutson, Attorney Kelly, Public Works Director Flynn and Auditor Middlestead. 

Others attending:  W. Senger, Interstate Engineering; Mickey Thorpe and Jeff Boyle, Library Chairman.  Dickey County Leader was not in attendance.

Wade Senger with Interstate Engineering presented the monthly report on the water tower.  Discussed Change Order #2 for Maguire Iron due to changes made to use a different tank mixer; revise the vent and hatch configuration; and remove the well capping fee from original contract. Discussed the letter size on the tank and change order #3 for Naastad Brothers due to a change on the electric flow meter and to approve the payment estimate #3 for $162,393.90.  

Motion by Meidinger, second by Reis, to approve Water System Improvement Dist. #17-01 change order #2 for Maguire Iron in the amount of -$14,100, contingent on the approval of USDA.  Roll call vote: Reis – Yes; Meidinger – Yes; Wadholm – Yes; Flaherty - Yes. Motion approved. 

Motion by Meidinger, second by Wadholm, to approve Interstate Engineering to initiate a bid on the well capping.  All members, aye.  Motion approved.  

Motion by Flaherty, second by Reis, to approve the 48” lettering of ELLENDALE be placed on both sides of the water tower.  All members, aye.  Motion approved.

Motion by Reis, second by Meidinger, to approve the change order #3 for Naastad Brothers to add the installation of an electrical flow meter for $2,675.00.  Roll call vote:  Meidinger – Yes; Wadholm – Yes; Flaherty – Yes; Reis – Yes.  Motion approved.

 Motion by Reis, second by Wadholm, to approve Water System Improvement Dist. #17-01 partial payment #3 to Naastad Brothers in the amount of $162,393.90.  Roll call vote: Wadholm – Yes; Flaherty – Yes; Reis – Yes; Meidinger – Yes.  Motion approved.

PWS Flynn discussed the purchase of a GPS locator to be used to create maps for better locating underground infrastructure.  More information will be gathered. 

Also discussed the purchase of software to assist in the special assessment process.  

Senger left the meeting at 7:10 PM.

304  3rd Ave SW:  continued monthly inspections are being made.

Bullock Property:  Bullock’s notified City Hall the property was to be sold.  Further contact will be made to assure nuisance is abated.

Library Discussion:  Jeff Boyle, library board chairman, was present to discuss the libraries financial situation.  The current mill levy limitation for libraries has not covered the expenses for several years, and the reserve funds will be depleted within a couple of years.  Council reviewed ND Century Code options for libraries.  Motion by Wadholm, second by Reis, to approve by Resolution to put a question to the electorate of the City of Ellendale to increase the Library Fund mill levy from the current maximum mill levy of 4 mills to 8 mills which requires approval by 60% affirmative vote of the City.   Roll call vote: Flaherty – Yes; Reis – Yes; Meidinger – Yes; Wadholm – Yes.  Motion approved.

Boyle left the meeting at 7:35 PM.

First Reading: 1.1102 Section 7:  Motion by Flaherty, second by Meidinger to approve the repealing of Section 7 entitled “Refund of Tax.”  Roll call vote: Flaherty – Yes; Reis – Yes; Meidinger – Yes; Wadholm – Yes.  Motion approved.  

Bills:   Motion by Flaherty, second by Wadholm, to approve the bills as presented.  All members, aye.  Motion approved.

Raffle Permits:  Motion by Reis, second by Flaherty, to approve the American Legion Auxiliary, Ellendale Quarterback Club and BFF Relay for Life raffle permits.  All members, aye.  Motion approved.

Police Chief Knutson was present to report on the police activity for the month of January.  Will be looking for grants, as training will not be free to the officers in the future. 

Public Works Report:  PW Supervisor Flynn reported on the monthly jobs completed in January.  Discussed the purchase of a glass crushing machine to help recycle the glass collected.  Will advertise for summer help.  Council liked the cardboard bin created for TBC.

S. Peterson to move a storage shed onto the property at 517  3rd St N.  All members, aye.  Motion approved.   

Flynn and Mickey Thorpe left the meeting at 8:25 PM.

Liability Insurance:  Liability insurance limit will remain the same.

Pledge Reports:  Auditor Middlestead reported Choice Financial, Dakota Plains Credit Union and Starion Bank have adequately pledged funds for the City.  Motion by Flaherty, second by Reis, to accept the Pledge reports for Choice Financial, Dakota Plains Credit Union and Starion Bank.  All members, aye.  Motion approved.  

Discussed the Fargo Assembly/JDA lease agreement:  Mayor has not received response.

Meidinger reimbursement:  Council member Meidinger attended the Main St ND Summit hosted by Governor Burgum and gave a synopsis of the event.  Motion by Flaherty, second by Wadholm, to reimburse Meidinger $213.88 for the event expenses.  All members, aye.  Motion approved.
