Mayor Flaherty called the meeting to order with Council members Reis, Ulmer, Belmore, and Schilling present.
 
Absent: Maunu and Pahl.
 
City Employees present were: City Foreman Flynn and Police Chief Frannea.
 
Also present: Johnson, representing Dickey County Leader
 
Motion by Ulmer, second by Belmore to approve the minutes from the January 14th meeting.  All members present, Aye.  Motion approved.
 
Motion by Schilling, second by Ulmer to approve operating statement as presented. All members present, Aye.  Motion approved.
 
Motion by Reis, second by Belmore to approve the bills as presented. All members present, Aye.  Motion approved.
 
Delinquent accounts:  Robert Ash, Hank Joubert, Jordan Klipfel, and Brandon Gunn.
 
Building Permits:  Motion by Belmore, second by Schilling to approve Michael and Kristi Gilbert’s building permit.
 
Raffle permits: None.
 
City Foreman Flynn updated the Council of January’s projects.  Christmas light decorations were taken down; tires from land fill sold to recycle company; and many hours of snow removal.  Master lift station pump has been replaced, but did not receive the estimates for new control panel. 
 
Council approved April 22nd thru 24th as City Wide Cleanup.  
 
After discussion it was decided the City will continue to hire a seasonal employee for the cemetery.  Auditor will place an ad in the paper.
 
Motion by Schilling, second by Reis to change the personnel policy to read pay day will be the last day of the month.  All members present, Aye.  Motion approved.
 
Chief Frannea updated the Council on the police activity for the month of January.  
 
Chief Frannea also informed the Council the new police vehicle should be ready to be picked up within days.  He mentioned several equipment items have been purchased at a lower cost than first reported.  A spreadsheet of costs for equipment will be produced for the Council.
 
Building Inspector Kassa was absent, but the Mayor and she have met to discuss the Martinson and Knox projects.  The Mayor has visited with Stebner and this project will not be addressed until spring due to the snow accumulation. 
 
After discussion of properties owned by the City it was decided to have City Foreman Flynn, Building Inspector Kassa and the Mayor meet about the condition of the buildings and make a recommendation.  Aaron Taylor, David and Jolene Maunu have also expressed interest in four lots in Bell’s Addition.  An advertisement will be created.
 
The First Readings of the Fence Ordinance and the Alcoholic Beverage Ordinance were tabled.  A letter from Ms. Bailey was read and will be discussed in the March meeting.
 
Discussion of an Application of Abatement or Refund of Taxes received from Chad and Jennifer Eckhardt was held.  Motion by Reis, second by Belmore to recommend to the County Commissioners to reject the abatement request.  Roll call vote:  All members present, Aye.  Motion approved.
