Building Permits:  Motion by Meidinger, second by Denison, to approve the building permit for kitchen remodeling for D. Maunu at 225  2nd Ave SW.  All members, aye.  Motion approved.

Fire Hall/Senior Center Roof:  Mertz Construction would like to get an engineer involved in roof repair at the senior center. Will look at finding a company to get quotes on flat roof repair.   

Tree Webinar: Council member Denison listened to webinar presented by ND State Forestry on grants for planting boulevard trees.  The City’s boulevard trees have all been inventoried a couple years ago, but should be updated.  Denison will continue to following up on the application that is due April 30, 2019.  Other communities have implemented cost share programs for boulevard tree replacement.
