Mayor Thorpe called the regular monthly meeting to order at 6:30 PM with Council members Fuher, Meidinger, and Maunu present.

Absent: Belmore, Reis and Flaherty.

City Employees present were:  Police Chief Knutson, Attorney Selland, PW foreman Flynn and Auditor Middlestead. 

Others attending:  R. Pope and W. Senger, Interstate Engineering; H. Rotunda, CPA; 
 R. Johnson, Dickey County Leader Editor, was not in attendance.

City Engineers R. Pope and W. Senger of Interstate Engineering reported on the progress of the water tower.  Discussed lettering, logos and color.  Specifications should be finalized soon and the bidding process should begin shortly. 

Pope and Senger left the meeting.

Flaherty now in attendance.

CPA H. Rotunda gave a preliminary report on the 2016 year.  Total 2016 expenditures were $1,086,354.70; and total revenues were $1,023,465.98.    Discussed the decrease in revenue due to the state cuts; the increased costs for equipment and general maintenance; and how to correct future shortfalls.   Rotunda will return in July during budget preparation to review how the utility billing increases have affected the 2017 financials.  

Rotunda left the meeting.

Dangerous Dog: Tiffany Bowen owns a pit bull dog which is not permitted in city limits according to Ordinance Chapter 10.   She provided proof of current rabies vaccination certificate and verification from a medical provider as an assistant animal.  She stated this animal was going to be in town not more than 30 days due to her moving into the country.  A motion by Flaherty, second by Maunu, to grant a variance to ordinance Chapter 10 to allow this dog to remain in the city limits for 30 days beginning March 13, 2017, pending she license the dog in the City.  Also as owner of this dog she must adhere to all items in 10.0104 except #8 which was waived.  If owners fail to comply with the Ordinance penalties described in 10.0105 will apply.  Roll call vote: Maunu – Yes; Meidinger – Yes; Flaherty – Yes; Fuher – Yes; Belmore and Reis – Absent.  Motion approved.

Public Works Report:  PW Supervisor Flynn reported on the monthly jobs completed in February.  
Flynn will check into gravel quotes for 3rd Ave N; address right of ways in Northport Addition to help with drainage; advertise for summer help; and set dates for City Wide cleanup for May 8-9-10.

Police Chief Knutson was present to report on the police activity for the month of February.    Chief Knutson reported the Impala’s last day of service will be Thursday and new vehicle will be going to be outfitted within the week.

Building Permits:  Motion by Fuher, second by Maunu, to approve B. Diemert building permit for house remodel at Lot 21, Blk 13, First addition.  All members present, Aye. Motion approved.  

Deputy Auditor Salary:  Motion by Fuher, second by Flaherty to approve a pay adjustment for the Deputy Auditor to $16.25, retroactive to January 1, 2017.  Roll call vote: Meidinger – Yes; Flaherty – Yes; Fuher – Yes; Maunu – Yes; Belmore and Reis – Absent.  Motion approved.
