Wade Senger, Interstate Engineering, was present to report on the sanitary and storm sewer televising and cleaning progress. Senger distributed maps identifying storm and sanitary sewers and the condition of these mains.  USDA-RD has money available in the loan/grant program.  Next meeting Council will discuss the options to move forward for the completion of the applications.  

Peggy Worthy was present to request permission to hold a Flea Market during the summer at her business on Hwy 281.  She plans to invite other venders to participate.  Council requested she collect vendor information to be filed at City Hall for the 1st Flea Market prior to event.  Motion by Flaherty, second by Crabtree, to allow a Flea Market this summer and waive the $25 fee for the Transient Merchant, Hawker, Peddler License Application per vender for this one event.  Waiving fee will be reviewed for events in the future.  All members present, aye.  Motion approved.   

Worthy left the meeting at 6:00 PM.  

Harold Rotunda, CPA, presented a preliminary 2019 audit report to the council.  The audit report continues to show the City needs sources to recoup its deficit.  Discussed non budget expenses, how they should be paid and how to build a reserve to handle these expenses.  Final 2019 audit report will be presented later in the year.

Police Chief Knutson was present to report on the police activity for the month of February.  Chief Knutson will be applying for the Ellendale Area Foundation grant to purchase new body armor which is expiring.

Discussed software updates needed due to Windows 10 update.  The water meter reader will be updated, and a new copier/printer will be ordered due to the scan feature being incompatible.  Motion by Flaherty, second by Wadholm, to purchase a copier/printer for not more than $1,500 with a maintenance agreement less than $50 per month.  All members present, aye.  Motion approved.  

Ambulance Grant:  Because of the EMS grants our ambulance has been privileged to obtain from the State of North Dakota, the ambulance service has the opportunity to purchase an MTS Power Load and Auto-Pulse System for the ambulance.  Motion by Wadholm, second by Bauer, to approve the purchase of the MTS Power Load in the amount of $23,736.24; and the Auto-Pulse System in the amount of $17,010 and to use the EMS Grant funds received over the next 12 months.   All members present, aye.  Motion approved.
