Mayor Thorpe called the regular monthly meeting to order at 6:53 PM with Council members Fuher, Flaherty, Belmore, Meidinger and Reis present.

Absent: Maunu.

City Employees present were:  Police Chief Knutson, Attorney Kelly, Public Works Director Flynn and Auditor Middlestead. 

Others attending:  R. Pope and W. Senger, Interstate Engineering; R. Johnson, Dickey County Leader Editor.

City Engineers R. Pope and W. Senger of Interstate Engineering reported on the progress of the water tower.  Several details were discussed to finalize specification for bidding.  

Pope and Senger left the meeting.

Agenda additions:  Rent hay land.  

Minutes: Motion by Fuher, second by Reis, to approve the minutes of the March 13, 2017, Regular Council meeting.  All members present, aye.  Motion approved.    

Operating statement:  Motion by Fuher, second by Belmore, to approve the March operating statement as presented.  All members present, aye.  Motion approved.  

Bills:   Motion by Fuher, second by Flaherty, to approve the bills as presented.  All members present, aye.  Motion approved.

Delinquent accounts: S. Arion, J. Bailey, Farmers Tractor Parts, R. Kosse, Keith Lauder, M. Masset, L. Noyes, S. Swanson, and Witte Custom.

Raffle Permits:  Motion by Belmore, second by Fuher, to approve a raffle permit for Ellendale American Legion Auxiliary and St. Helena’s Church.  All members present, aye.  Motion approved.

Gaming Authorization:  Motion by Reis, second by Meidinger, to approve the Corner Corral Soup Cook off; and approve renewal of Horse Race ND gaming license for the Corner Corral and Fireside Lounge for July 1, 2017 to June 30, 2018.  All members present, aye.  Motion approved.  

Police Chief Knutson was present to report on the police activity for the month of March.    Chief Knutson reported the new Ford Interceptor is in full service.  Discussed what to do with the Chevrolet Impala; tabled to next meeting.

Dangerous Dog: Pit bull dog has been licensed in the city and has not left the city limits.  Discussion was held in amending ordinance.  Motion by Flaherty, second by Meidinger, to approve an additional 30 day variance to allow this dog to remain in the city limits with owner adhering to all items in Chapter 10.0104 except #8 which was waived; and if owners fail to comply with the Ordinance, penalties described in 10.0105 will apply.  All members present, aye.  Motion approved.  

Water Tower–Interim financing:  Discussed that ND Rural Water will not be able to participate in the interim financing for the water tower project.  Dougherty and Company LLC, contacted us concerning temporary financing for rural development projects.   Motion by Belmore, second by Flaherty, to approve Bond Council to hire Dougherty and Company LLC for the interim financing for the water tower.  All members present, aye.  Motion approved.  

[bookmark: _GoBack]2nd Reading – Chapter 6: Motion by Flaherty, second by Belmore, to approve the 2nd Reading to amend Chapter 6 Article 6.0204 to require water connection within the City.  Roll call vote: Meidinger – Yes; Flaherty – Yes; Fuher – Yes; Maunu – Absent; Belmore – Yes; Reis – Yes.  Motion approved.  

Council reviewed the 2014 Infrastructure Cap Improvement Plan to assure the City remains on task with the various improvements scheduled over the 1-10 year time frame.  

Public Works Report:  PW Supervisor Flynn reported on the monthly jobs completed in March.  
Discussed quarterly landfill report and pot holes in various streets.  Discussed DC Fair using city equipment during fair days.  Attorney Kelly will create a lease agreement between the City and DC Fair Board.  

Discussed the condition of the city streets and possible road restriction for unnecessary traffic.  Motion by Flaherty, seconded by Reis, to approve temporary road restrictions for unnecessary traffic.  All members present, aye.  Motion approved.  

Building Permits:  Motion by Fuher, second by Belmore, to approve building permits: D. Nation to add a portable storage shed at 509 3rd St N; K. Blumhardt to steel roof at 113 3rd Ave N; J. Glynn to install egress windows and remodel basement at 221 1st ST N; D. Reed to replace shingles at 400 2nd St S; J. Beringer to replace shingles, deck boards and siding at 512 2nd St N; D. Maunu to replace shingles on house and attached garage at 225 2nd St SW; B. Gilbert to replace roof at 116 Main St W.   All members present, Aye. Motion approved.  

Motion by Flaherty, second by Meidinger, to approve R. Merkel house demolition at 517 1st St S, pending when temporary road restrictions are lifted on landfill road (4th Ave N).   All members present, Aye. Motion approved.    

Discussed the Fargo Assembly/JDA lease agreement that expired March 31, 2017, no new lease has been prepared.  Council directed Attorney Kelly to draft a one year lease to mirror the 1997 lease, with the exception of the option to purchase.  

Fargo Assembly manager Belmore inquired into the hiring of the city to blade the parking lot.  Council approved this job.  

Discussed portable storage containers; more information will be obtained and tabled to next meeting.

Ellendale Acres mowing:  Received 2 bids, approval tabled to next meeting for more clarification. 

Hay land rent:  Council discussed the options of haying city acreage.   Tabled to next meeting. 

Council Member Belmore submitted his resignation to the council due to his moving out of city limits.  Motion by Reis, second by Fuher, to accept the resignation of Tim Belmore.  All members present, aye. Motion approved.  

Next regular meeting will be May 8, 2017, at 6:30 PM. 

Mayor adjourned the meeting at 10:15 PM.
