Special City Council Meeting
April 27, 2020

Due to the COVID 19 restrictions this meeting was held via Zoom Virtual Meeting option.  
All named persons present appeared virtually.

Mayor Thorpe called a special meeting to order at 5:30 PM with Council members Flaherty, Crabtree, Wadholm, Bauer, Meidinger and Denison present.

Absent: None

City Employees present were:  Public Works Flynn, Attorney Kelly, Deputy Auditor Pomplun and Auditor Middlestead.

Others attending: Wade Senger, Interstate Engineering; Ken Smith, Dickey County Leader was not present, Park Board Members: S Fischer, D Monette, K Waldo, C Middlestead, J Walsh.

The Ellendale Park Board requested funds from the Recreation Fund to be used for program expenses.  Motion by Flaherty, second by Wadholm to approve the disbursement of $50,000 to the Ellendale Park Board for program expenses.  Roll call vote, all member, aye. Motion approved.

Wade Senger, Interstate Engineering, was present to discuss the sanitary and storm sewer televising and cleaning project.  Senger presented a preliminary opinion of probable projected costs; estimated grant/loan funding and estimated revenue/reserve options.  The council discussed the continuation of the sewer project during this unprecedented time of the COVID 19 Pandemic.  The Council felt that due to the condition of the sewers, there was no other choice but to moving forward.  

Motion by Flaherty, second by Meidinger to move forward with the sewer project; have Interstate Engineering prepare 2 separate contracts: 1) Sewer 2) Streets to review at the next council meeting.  Roll call vote, all members, aye.  Motion approved.

Mowing bids were opened by the Mayor and Auditor on Monday April 20, 2020 to report back to the bidders timely.  Results were  Merkel Mowers - $324; H Swatfager - $300; Jeff Thorpe - $245.
