City Council
April 8, 2019
6:50 PM – City Hall
 
President Flaherty called the regular monthly meeting to order at 6:50 PM with Council members Wadholm, Meidinger, Denison, and Bauer present.

Absent: Mayor Thorpe 

City Employees present were:  Public Works Flynn, Police Chief Knutson, Attorney Kelly and Auditor Middlestead.

Others attending: W. Senger, Interstate Engineering; B. Bain library board member; J. Reuter Librarian; R. Johnson, Dickey County Leader, was not in attendance.   

Motion by Meidinger, second by Wadholm, to appoint Brittany Bain as the Ellendale Library liaison/ex officio member to the City Council.  All members present, aye.   Motion approved.  Bain stated the Library received a grant to update the public computers to Windows 10.  

Wade Senger with Interstate Engineering was present to report on the bid opening for cleaning and televising sanitary and storm sewer mains that was held March 20, 2019, at 1:00 PM at City Hall.   There were 6 bids received; 2 bids were determined to not meet the requirements and were not opened for review.  Motion by Meidinger, second by Denison, to accept the bid from RTS Shearing, Jamestown, ND, as follows: Sanitary Sewer - $78,702; Storm Sewer - $31,992.28; and Alternate No 1 Sanitary sewer - $8,233; for a total amount of $118,927.28.  Roll call vote: Denison – Yes; Bauer – Yes; Wadholm – Yes; Meidinger – Yes.  Motion approved.

Electric Pump Inc. has done our annual inspection on the 6 lift stations; we received quotes for major repairs to three lift stations for an approximate cost of $98,500.  Motion by Denison, second by Meidinger, to approve the Adoption of Resolution of Sponsorship and to move forward with the CDBG grant application.    Roll call vote: Bauer – Yes; Wadholm – Yes; Meidinger – Yes; and Denison – Yes.  Motion approved.

Ellendale Acres Street: Discussion on the 4th Ave S street development was held, a quote was received in August 2018 in the amount of $5,040 to complete aquatic resource delineation.  Motion by Denison, second by Wadholm, to table this discussion to determine feasibility of project.  All members present, aye.  Motion approved.

15th St N Development:  Discussed development of 15th St N after receiving a request for an improved road for local businesses. Council authorized PWS Flynn to proceed to gather estimates for improvements for 15th St N.  

Agenda additions:  Mowing bids. 

Minutes: Motion by Meidinger, second by Denison, to approve the minutes of the regular council meeting on March 11, 2019.   All members present, aye.  Motion approved. 

Operating statement:  Motion by Meidinger, second by Wadholm, to approve the March operating statement as presented.  All members present, aye.  Motion approved.  

Motion by Meidinger, second by Wadholm, to approve the transfer of funds for the sewer televising project from the Capital Improvement Fund # 625 to Sewer Fund #502 in the amount of $118,927.28.  Roll call vote: Wadholm – Yes; Meidinger – Yes; Denison – Yes; Bauer – Yes.  Motion approved.

Bills:   Motion by Denison, second by Wadholm, to approve the bills as presented.  All members present, aye.  Motion approved.

Raffle Permits:  Motion by Meidinger, second by Denison, to approve raffle permits for American Legion Auxiliary and BFF Relay for Life Team.  All members present, aye.  Motion approved.

Police Chief Knutson was present to report on the police activity for the month of March.  
DES Grant for computer was denied, but will apply again later this year.   

Public Works Report:  PWS Flynn was present and reported on the monthly job report for March.  Basically the month has been about snow removal; thawing/steaming sewer mains and keeping water moving through the drainage system.  Denison thanked the public works crew for all of the hours and deserved credit for a good job.   PWS Flynn will advertise for part-time seasonal summer help.  

Building Permits:  Motion by Meidinger, second by Wadholm, to approve the building permit for D. Flaherty at 501 2nd St N for repair to garage/garage door; approve permit for S. Post at 443 Main St for brick walkway; and approve permit for L. Van Zee to replace windows/carpet, install shed, replace deck/landscaping and build additional fence; pending final approved measurements and neighbors notarized documents of approval.  All members present, aye.  Motion approved.

Outside City Limits Water User Fee: Charges will remain as approved on November 12, 2018.   

Fire Hall/Senior Center Roof:  Receiving quotes for flat roof repair should have by May meeting.

Pledge Report Approval:  Motion by Denison, second by Meidinger, to approve the Pledge reports given by Choice Financial, Dakota Plains Credit Union and Starion Bank.  All members present, aye.  Motion approved. 

BCBS Renewal: Motion by Meidinger, second by Denison, to approve the 2019-2020 Blue Cross Blue Shield premium with a 5% increase.  Roll call vote: Meidinger – Yes; Denison – Yes; Bauer – Yes; Wadholm – Yes.  Motion approved. 

Dental/Vision Policy:  After discussion a motion by Bauer, second by Denison, to approve paying 100% of the premium for a single plan for dental and vision; and for a family dental and vision plan the council approved paying the total amount of a single premium plus ½ of the difference remaining for a family plan.  Roll call vote: Denison – Yes; Bauer – Yes; Wadholm – Yes; Meidinger – Yes.  Motion approved.  

Mowing rates will remain at $18 and $24 for bagging for 2019.  Ad was placed in Dickey County Leader for Ellendale Acres Addition.
