Mayor Thorpe called the regular monthly meeting to order at 7:26 PM with Council members Flaherty, Reis, and Meidinger present.

Absent:  Wadholm

City Employees present were:  Police Chief Knutson, Attorney Kelly, Public Works Director Flynn and Auditor Middlestead. 

Others attending:  Mickey Thorpe; W. Senger, Interstate Engineering and D. Monette.  Dickey County Leader was not in attendance.

D. Monette was present to request the ability to ride snowmobiles on the walk path near the abandoned railroad bed.  Motion by Meidinger, second by Reis, to approve the “Exemption for snowmobiles to drive on the walk path from November 1st to April 30th”.  All members present, aye.  Motion approved.

Wade Senger with Interstate Engineering was present to discuss his monthly report on the water tower.  Motion made by Flaherty , second by Meidinger, to approve Water System Improvement Dist. #17-01 PE #6 for Maguire Iron in the amount of $38,570, contingent on the approval of USDA.  All members present, aye.  Motion approved.

Motion by Reis, second by Flaherty, to approve the Water System Improvement District No 17-01 change order # 4 to Naastad Brothers in the amount of $153,723.12, to include well capping - $22,963.36; and replacement of 11 hydrants - $130,759.76. All members present, aye.  Motion approved.
