Mayor Thorpe called the regular monthly meeting to order at 5:30 PM with Council members Wadholm, Meidinger, and Bauer present.

Absent: Denison and Flaherty. 

City Employees present were:  Public Works Flynn, Police Chief Knutson, Attorney Kelly and Auditor Middlestead.

Wade Senger, Interstate Engineering, was present to report on the cleaning and televising sanitary and storm sewer mains project.  RTS Shearing offered an alternate video option for the inspection of the manholes.  This option would cost $150 per hole compared to $75 per hole.  Council decided to stay with the original quote.  

15th St N Development: Interstate Engineering provided a base estimate of $346,000 to repair 3rd Ave N to 15th St N with a soil and cement combination to stabilize the road.  At this time the City does not have the funds to complete this project, but will consider including the improvement when the street project is developed.

Senger also reported the application for the CDBG Grant was completed and delivered to South Central Dakota Regional Council for consideration. The grant will be used to repair three lift stations that are in need of major repair in the amount of $98,500.  Scoring and Ranking will be June 12th.
