City Engineer R. Pope of Interstate Engineering reported Rural Development has approved the plans and specs for the water tower.  Motion by Fuher, second by Maunu, to approve the Resolution Approving Plans and Specifications for a Water System Improvement District No 17-01.  All members present, aye.  Motion approved.  Bid opening will take place June 12th at 
2:30 PM at City Hall.

Special Permit – American Legion:   Motion by Meidinger, second by Maunu to approve beer garden and street dance permit.  Motion by Flaherty, second by Maunu, to table motion to approve beer garden and street dance permit until more information is gathered.

Police Chief Knutson was present to report on the police activity for the month of April.    Ellendale Area Foundation awarded the Police Department $1,000 to be used towards the CAD system.  The bike rodeo held on April 30th was a success.   

First Reading - Dangerous Dog Amend Ordinance #10.0101:  Motion by Flaherty, second by Meidinger, to approve the First Reading of the amendments to Ordinance #10.0101.  All members present, aye.  Motion approved.

Public Works Report:  PW Supervisor Flynn reported on the monthly jobs completed in April.  Discussed road restrictions and decided to lift the restriction at this time.  Attorney Kelly will look into preparing a more formal restriction for future use.  

Building Permits:  Motion by Fuher, second by Maunu, to approve C. Hedman building permit for a fence and approve the variance request to increase the height of the front yard fence to 5 ft. at 66 & 70 3rd St N.  All members present, aye.  Motion approved. Motion by Fuher, second Flaherty to approve building permits:  B. Schmidt to add a storage shed at 501 RR Ave; Ellendale Park Board to build a fence at Brandenburger Park; R. Anderson to add a storage shed at 409 3rd St N; G. Pettibone to replace shingles at 213 2nd St S; G. Pettibone to build ramp at 201 2nd St S; 
T. Mattheis to replace shingles at 301 2nd ST S; Trinity Bible College to construct a pole barn at 50 6th Ave S.   All members present, Aye. Motion approved.  

63 3rd St N:  County Deed for property at 63 3rd St N was recorded on April 18, 2017.  Under NDCC the City is required to have possession of the property for 3 months to have a marketable record title. C. Hedman offered to purchase this property and have the house demolished.  Motion by Fuher, second by Meidinger to accept the purchase offer for the property at 63 3rd St N for $500; City will prepare Quit Claim Deed to be recorded after July 18, 2017; Hedman will begin demolition after July 18, 2017; and with a stipulation the demolition needs to be completed within 60 days of sale.  All members present, aye.  Motion approved.

BCBS:  Motion by Flaherty, second by Maunu, to approve the 2017-2018 premium increase of 3.01% plus age rated increase for the Blue Care 90 500 Plan and to continue to pay 80% of a family plan and 100% of a single plan.  Roll call vote: Maunu – Yes; Meidinger – Yes; Flaherty – Yes; Fuher – Yes; Reis – Absent.  Motion approved.  

Discussed the Fargo Assembly/JDA lease agreement: Attorney Kelly prepared lease options, Mayor Thorpe/Council Member Meidinger will contact Don Frye to set up a meeting with building tenants to discuss lease options.  

Discussed portable storage containers; bring more information to next meeting. 

Discussed vacant council member appointment.  Will publicize position to find an interested party.

Drainage easement.  Due to a survey completed along 1st St N outside of city limits a property line discrepancy was found.   Motion by Meidinger, second by Flaherty, to pay 1/3 of the cost or $750, whichever is less, towards a survey conducted to verify property lines at the drainage ditch near Crabree Prairieview Addition.  All members present, aye. Motion approved.

May 17th and June 7th & 8th City Hall will be closed for D. Pomplun and C. Middlestead to attend training.

Council requested Auditor to contact MDU about street lights on 3rd Ave N and 4th Ave N in Northport.  

R. Johnson reported on the Hall of Fame Stars on Main St.  Flynn will need to be contacted to approve final location of Stars.

Bid opening for water tower will be June 12th, 2:30 PM at City Hall.
