Mayor Thorpe called the regular monthly meeting to order at 6:30 PM with Council members Flaherty, Wadholm and Meidinger present.

Absent:  Reis

City Employees present were:  Police Chief Knutson, Attorney Kelly, Public Works Director Flynn and Auditor Middlestead. 

Others attending:  R. Johnson, Dickey County Leader; W. Senger, Interstate Engineering; Chris Bauer, Mickey Thorpe, Kim Merkel and Denise Olson.  

Wade Senger with Interstate Engineering presented a monthly report.  The tower was x-rayed to detect any weld omissions; June 12th is anticipated erection day for the tower as the large crane is in town; and the painting of the bowl will be done in July weather permitting.  Motion made by Meidinger , second by Flaherty, to approve Water System Improvement Dist. #17-01 PE #8 for Maguire Iron in the amount of $52,250.00, contingent on the approval of USDA.  All members present, aye.  Motion approved.

There have been 11 hydrants replaced; concrete and asphalt replacement will be done this week; and the well capping should be complete next week.   Six hydrants were over 12” out of the ground which did not comply with state codes.  Cost for Naastad Brothers to fix is $13,320.  Motion by Meidinger, second by Wadholm, to approve the change order to pay Naastad Brothers $13,320 to change height of six hydrants.  Discussion followed when PW Director Flynn mentioned there is a bury depth stamped on those six hydrants and that should have been the size ordered.  PWD Flynn was never asked about the bury depth of these hydrants and didn’t feel the City should pay the cost to fix.  All members present, nay.  Motion failed.  Further research will be done and discussed next month.
