July 13, 2020

Due to the COVID 19 restrictions this meeting was held via Zoom Virtual Meeting option.  
All named persons present appeared virtually.

Mayor Thorpe called the regular monthly meeting to order at 5:30 PM with Council members Flaherty, Crabtree, Wadholm, Meidinger, Bauer and Denison present.

Absent: None

City Employees present were:  Public Works Flynn, Police Chief Knutson, Attorney Kelly and Auditor Middlestead.

Others attending: Ken Smith, Dickey County Leader was not present; Wade Senger, Interstate Engineering and Vicky Crabtree, Library Board.

Oath of Office was administered to Attorney Kelly and Auditor Middlestead.
  
Wade Senger, Interstate Engineering, was present to report on the final expenditures on the water tower project, and the sanitary and storm sewer televising and cleaning progress.   The landscaping at the water tower was completed, but the grass did not grow.  Motion by Flaherty, second by Denison, to pay McGuire Iron less the cost of 40 lbs. of grass seed.  Roll call vote: all members, aye.  Motion Approved.  

Senger has been working on the UDSA RD loan application for the sewer repairs.  USDA is offering an interest rate of 1.5%; and money should be available.  Senger reported RTS Shearing had issues with cleaning the storm sewer along 2nd ST SW.  RTS Shearing is requesting $36,000 to complete the 2nd St SW line; at this time Council will not continue the cleaning process on this line partially due to the cost and partially due to Pipe Detectives incomplete work from the original job.

Senger and PW Flynn did an initial assessment of the city’s streets.  A report will be completed for next meeting to determine the level of repair per street, and the estimated cost of the remedy.  

Vicky Crabtree updated the council on the library.  The library and library computer lab are open using CDC Guidelines, and children’s story hour will begin July 15th.
