July 9, 2018
6:30 PM – City Hall
 
Mayor Thorpe called the regular monthly meeting to order at 6:30 PM with Council members Flaherty, Wadholm, Bauer and Meidinger present.

Absent:  none

City Employees present were:  Police Chief Knutson, Attorney Kelly, Public Works Director Flynn and Auditor Middlestead. 

Others attending:  R. Johnson, Dickey County Leader; W. Senger, Interstate Engineering; Chris Bauer, Glenn Bland, Sarah Fischer and Denise Olson.  

Wade Senger with Interstate Engineering presented a monthly report.  The painting crew for the tower should be in Ellendale July 16th, electrical and sidewalk completion should be done in August.  The well capping has not been completed at this time.   Motion made by Wadholm, second by Meidinger, to approve Water System Improvement Dist. #17-01 PE #9 for Maguire Iron for welding and paint in the amount of $36,000.00, contingent on the approval of USDA.  All members, aye.  Motion approved.  

Due to discovering an additional well in September 2017, Maguire incurred additional expense to excavate a larger foundation. Motion by Meidinger, second by Flaherty, to approve Water System Improvement Dist. #17-01 PE change order #4 for Maguire Iron for additional expense due to excavation, labor and material replacement in the amount of $6,641.00, contingent on the approval of USDA.  Roll call vote: Bauer – Yes; Meidinger – Yes; Wadholm – Yes; Flaherty – Yes.  Motion approved.   

Motion by Meidinger, second by Wadholm, to approve the Water System Improvement District No. 17-01 partial payment estimate # 7 to Naastad Brothers in the amount of $56,897.18, for the completion of the curb, gutter, sidewalk and asphalt work. All members, aye.  Motion approved. 

After further research done on the six hydrants that were over 12” out of the ground which did not comply with state codes, the City, Interstate Engineering and Naastad agreed to share the cost of $13,320 to fix as follows: Naastad’s 20%, Ellendale 40% and Interstate Engineering 40%.  Motion by Flaherty, second by Meidinger, to approve the change order #5 to pay Naastad Brothers $5,328 or 40% of the $13,320 to change height of six hydrants. All members, aye.  Motion approved. 

Ellendale Acres Road: Senger presented a map of the wetlands in the Ellendale Acres Addition.  After discussion the Council requested Senger contact the Corp of Engineering.  

Senger left the meeting.

All members, aye.  Motion approved.  Discussed an ordinance change for dogs to be unleashed in Dog Park area only.

Fischer and Olson left the meeting.

Chris Bauer was present to discuss the property at 504 1st St S.  Motion by Flaherty, second by Meidinger, to extend the clean up deadline to August 13th.  All members, aye.  Motion approved.

304 3rd Ave SW:  Mr. Bland was present to report he has been unable to remove possessions from the property.  He would like to remove a few more items and stated he would deed property over to the City by August 1, 2018. 

Bauer and Bland left the meeting.

Police Chief Knutson was present to report on the police activity for the month of June.  Discussed security coverage at the DC Fair and WSI coverage.  City agreed to pay City Police and be reimbursed by the Fair Board for security job during the Fair.

617  2nd St N; Lot 11, Blk 7, ELC:  Motion by Meidinger, second by Flaherty, to cease all extensions and to have Attorney Kelly proceed with the demolition process of the property at 617  2nd St N; Lot 11, Blk 7, ELC.   All members, aye.  Motion approved.  

Motion by Flaherty, second by Meidinger, to contact Gahner Sanitation to begin the clean-up process at 304 3rd Ave SW.   All members, aye.  Motion approved.  

Discussed the use of fireworks near and around gas stations.  Attorney Kelly will revise ordinance and present at the August meeting.
