Due to the COVID 19 restrictions this meeting was held at the Senior Center to allow for Social Distancing and Zoom Virtual Meeting option was also available.  

Mayor Thorpe called the regular monthly meeting to order at 5:32 PM with Council members in attendance:  Flaherty, Crabtree, Wadholm, Meidinger, and Denison.  Bauer attended via ZOOM Virtual option.
