Mayor Thorpe called the meeting to order at 5:30 PM with Council members Reis, Maunu, Schilling, Belmore, Ulmer and Fuher present.

Minutes: Motion by Schilling, second by Belmore to approve the minutes of the July 14th Council meeting with a correction.  All members, aye.  Motion approved.

Operating statement: Motion by Reis second by Fuher to approve operating statement as presented.  All members, aye.  Motion approved.

Bills:  Motion by Schilling, second by Belmore to approve the bills as presented.  All members, aye.  Motion approved.

Infrastructure Strategic Plan:  Randy Pope, Engineer for Interstate Engineering, was present to refresh the Council of a draft of plans detailing future infrastructure needs/updates for: water systems, sewers, lagoons, drainage, solid waste, streets, buildings and vehicle/equipment.  This plan will prioritize concerns in chronological order over 10 years and provide an estimated cost.  Council discussed getting quotes to have water storage reservoirs inspected.  Due to the age of the water tower, replacement was discussed.  There will be areas of the storm and sanitary sewers televised this fall. Council will set up a special meeting time to finalize this plan.

Josh Peldo, representing Dickey Rural Networks proposed an electronic method to automate and to become more paperless for council meetings. Their proposal included a 4 month trial period. 

 Police Chief Frannea reported on the police activity for the month of July. Chief Frannea informed the Council quotes were received for the purchase of a replacement police vehicle and necessary equipment.  Council member Fuher suggested purchasing a second set of rims and winter tires, due to the wear caused by replacement 2 times a year.  Council will discuss further at September meeting.  Quotes for a desktop computer will be gotten by next meeting from DRN; Chief Frannea requested to continue using his current IT person due to the required security access needed.   

Discussed impound fees and the need to amend ordinances to include these fees.

City Foreman report:  Flynn reported on the July jobs completed.  Stop signs at Hwy 281 and Main Street have been replaced with larger signs and reflective tape.  Several yield signs have been added to intersections within the City.  At this time the Bucket truck has not been inspected, workers have discontinued use at this time. 

After discussion motion by Reis, second Fuher to approve PWD Flynn to evaluate mowers and purchase a 15’ mower spending not more than $17,000.  Roll call vote: Reis – Yes; Maunu – Yes; Schilling – Yes; Belmore – Yes; Ulmer – Yes; Fuher – Yes.  Motion approved.

Vacation of Alley:  Ellendale Public School requested to vacate all the streets and alleys within Block 20 and 21, 1st Addition.  City Auditor was directed to start process.

The 2015 budget was discussed and motion by Ulmer, second by Maunu to approved the 2015 budget.  Roll call vote: Maunu – Yes; Schilling – Yes; Belmore – Yes; Ulmer – Yes; Fuher – Yes; Reis – Yes.  Motion approved.

Motion by Schilling, second by Ulmer to approve adding Mayor Matt Thorpe to signature card at Starion Financial, Choice Financial and Dakota Plains Credit Union, and to remove previous Mayor Flaherty.  Roll call vote: Schilling – Yes; Belmore – Yes; Ulmer – Yes; Fuher – Yes; 
Reis – Yes; Maunu – Yes.  Motion approved. 

Building Permits:  Motion by Schilling, Second by Reis to approve the following permits:  Linda Wedell – sun porch; Peggy Gayman – deck; Carey and Dawn Wald – replace existing porch; Debra Koschney – replace deck and siding. Roll call vote: Ulmer – Yes; Fuher – Yes; Reis – Yes; 
Maunu – Yes; Schilling – Yes; Belmore – Yes.  Motion approved.

Building Inspector Report: BI Kassa absent – no report.  

Property Tax Exemption: Due to 2013 state legislator changes, Cities under 40,000 must put a question on the November, 2014 ballot asking for the option to grant a property tax exemption to new or expanded retail sector business.  Motion by Belmore, second by Ulmer to approve placing the Property Tax Exemption question on the November 2014 ballot.  Roll call vote: Fuher – Yes; Reis – Yes; Maunu – Yes; Schilling – Yes; Belmore – Yes; Ulmer – Yes.  Motion approved.
