Mayor Thorpe called the regular monthly meeting to order at 5:30 PM with Council members Crabtree, Wadholm, Meidinger, Bauer and Denison present.

Absent: Flaherty

City Employees present were:  Public Works Flynn, Police Chief Knutson, Attorney Kelly and Auditor Middlestead.

Others attending: Wade Senger, Interstate Engineering; R. Johnson, Dickey County Leader was not in attendance.   

Wade Senger, Interstate Engineering, was present to report on the cleaning and televising of the sewer project.  The areas completed show several areas of deterioration.  RTS Shearing should be back to complete the job within a week.   

Motion by Meidinger, second Wadholm, to approve pay order #2 to RTS Shearing in the amount of $31,686.68.   All members present, aye.  Motion approved.  A transfer from capital improvement fund to the sewer fund will be done to cover this transaction.

Senger visited with EMS Manager Russell after FEMA declared Dickey County a disaster from winter storms.  The City does not qualify at this time. 

Senger also informed the Council of a USDA grant that may help with predevelopment feasibility studies, design and technical assistance on water and wastewater projects.  Council will complete discussion later in meeting.

Hwy 281 Project – Knife River reported an inlet replacement was needed near 7th St N.  An estimate of $2,900 to remove 10’ of curb, adjust the inlet and re-pour the curb.  Motion by Denison, second by Meidinger, to approve the inlet replacement by Knife River for $2,900.00.  All members present, aye.  Motion approved.     

Senger also reported on the outstanding items of the water tower project.  Maguire has stated they would propose a $1,200 deduct from the retainage and have the City complete the lawn seeding at the tower.   Council will contact local companies to get quotes for the lawn project.   There is approximately $80,000 of grant funds still available, which the council approved using for hydrant replacement.  Waiting on the quotes from contractors to complete the hydrant project.  

Senger left the meeting at 5:46 PM.

Public Works Report:  PWS Flynn was present and reported on the accomplishments in July.  Crack sealing should be done this week.  Discussed recycling in the future; gravel for alleys and getting the alleys cleaned up again, who is responsible to keep them maintained and cost related to project.
