Mayor Thorpe called the regular monthly meeting to order at 5:30 PM with Council members Belmore, Fuher, Meidinger, Flaherty and Reis present.

City Employees present were:  Police Chief Knutson, Attorney Kelly, and Auditor Middlestead.

Agenda additions:  None.

Oath of Office: Attorney Kelly administered the Oath of Office to appointed Council member Donald Flaherty.

Feral Cats/Cats at large – several guests were present to discuss the feral cat/cats at large situation.  Property owners do not appreciated the animal feces on their property and feel residents should stop feeding the strays or take ownership by spay/neuter, license and inoculate against diseases.  The City Ordinances state dogs and cats are to be licensed, inoculated against rabies and allowing dogs and cats to run at large is prohibited.  Persons violating the ordinances are subject to fines and penalties.  Unlicensed dogs or cats could be impounded and if unclaimed may be destroyed. Past Council members have approved residents to live trap and remove the animal from city limits humanely.   Midwest pest control will be contacted for more information.

Minutes: Motion by Fuher, second by Belmore, to approve the minutes of the August 8, 2016, Regular Council meeting.   All members present, aye.  Motion approved.    

Operating statement:  Motion by Belmore, second by Fuher, to approve operating statement as presented.  All members present, aye.  Motion approved.  

Bills:   Motion by Reis, second by Meidinger, to approve the bills as presented.  All members present, aye.  Motion approved.

Delinquent accounts:  C. Hagen, A. Peterson, K. Radermacher, S. Arion, M. Metcalf, T. Browning, M. Masset, J. Beal, L. Noyes, K. Lauder, T. Blondo, Taylor Holdings, B. Taylor, D. Tressel and Witte Custom.

Raffle Permits:  Motion by Fuher, second by Reis, to approve the following Raffle/Bingo permits: American Legion Auxiliary, Ellendale Area Foundation and Dickey County Pheasants Forever.  All members present, aye.  Motion approved.

Police Chief Knutson reported on the police activity for the month of August.  Discussion was held pertaining to the speed/traffic around the Ellendale Public School.  Chief Knutson will step up patrol during heavy traffic times and will visit with the school Principals.

Final 2017 Budget Approval: Several guests were present to discuss the public notice of tax levy increase.  The mill method of taxation was explained and questions were answered.   Motion by Flaherty, second by Meidinger, to approve the 2017 Final budget as presented.  Roll call vote: Reis – Yes; Maunu – Absent; Meidinger – Yes; Belmore – Yes; Flaherty – Yes; Fuher – Yes.  Motion approved.

H. Gruner, Manager of Coteau Grain and Seed, addressed the council with his concerns of events during Applefest.  Attorney Kelly will continue to follow through with all of the concerns.

Police Vehicle discussion:  Council member Belmore expressed concerns of the dependability of the 2007 Impala due to the amount of repairs needed and the obsolete communication equipment.  Budget needs to address the purchase of a new vehicle within the next year.  It was suggested to start up a surcharge fee again to help secure a reserve for future purchases.  A special meeting will be held on September 26th to discuss a surcharge fee and water tower repayment.

Public Works Report:  Flynn was not present for the meeting, but provided a report for the monthly jobs completed in August.  

Building Permits:  Motion by Fuher, second by Belmore, to approve the following building permits: E. Schock – shingles; Casey’s General Store – Interior remodeling; P. Zvorak - interior remodeling; and Anda Construction – replace 8 decks.  All members present, aye.  Motion approved.

Attorney Kelly reported the search warrant on a nuisance property in the city limits was approved.

Discussion was held concerning Applefest; a chamber member will be asked to attend next council meeting to provide details.

Fire hall roof has not shown moisture, Council member Fuher and Mayor Thorpe will inspect area again.

Mayor Thorpe reported Aberdeen Asphalt’s schedule to complete 7th ST S going to Dollar General will be later this fall or may not be completed until spring.
