City Council
September 8, 2014
5:30 PM – City Hall
 
Mayor Thorpe called the meeting to order at 5:30 PM with Council members Reis, Maunu, Schilling, Belmore, Ulmer and Fuher present.

Absent: None
 
City Employees present were: City Foreman Flynn, Building Inspector Kassa, City Attorney Radermacher and Police Officer Knutson.

Also present: R. Johnson, representing Dickey County Leader; Mickey Thorpe, Corey Gulke, Stan Soderstrom, Don Meidinger, Thor Sand, Bob Babcock, and Don Flaherty.  

Agenda additions:  Low Speed Vehicles, Infrastructure Booklets/Bill, Garbage increase, Impound Fees, Fine amounts and Special Permit for Corner Corral.

Minutes: Motion by Schilling, second by Ulmer to approve the minutes of the August 11th Council meeting.  All members, aye.  Motion approved. Motion by Schilling, second by Reis to approve the special meeting minutes for August 18th.  All members, aye.  Motion approved.

Operating statement: Motion by Belmore, second by Fuher to approve operating statement as presented.  All members, aye.  Motion approved.

Bills:  Motion by Maunu, second by Reis to approve the bills as presented, including Interstate Engineering.  All members, aye.  Motion approved.
 
Delinquent accounts:  J. Bailey, C. Broer, K. Kuno, and G. Denbow.

Building Inspector Report:  BI Kassa reported on 104  2nd St S; Wells Fargo is aware of the house demolition and was invited to the meeting.  Bid received from Thorpe Excavating at August 18th meeting was opened.  Motion by Reis, second by Fuher to accept the $5,000 bid from Thorpe Excavating to demolish the house at 104  2nd St S, plus landfill fees.  All members, aye.  Motion approved. 

Other properties discussed:  401  5th St N - Muckey;  510  4th St N - Babcock;  222  2nd St N - Muggli;  55  6th Ave S - TBC;  113  5th ST N - Meidinger;  312  5th Ave N – Raaf/Babcock;  
109  5th St N – Soderstrom;  721  3rd St N - Orwig.  Meidinger, Soderstrom and Babcock were present to discuss their issues.  Council suggested letters to invite property owners to appear at next meeting.   

Nodak Building:  A letter was received from the current owner requesting the City to accept a Quit Claim Deed to expedite the ownership process due to the hazardous condition of the building.  Discussion was held to form a TIF district which would give the City an opportunity to recoup tax dollars if another building is built on this property in the future. Motion by Schilling, second by Reis to accept the Quit Claim Deed Offer, abate real estate taxes/special assessments and to have the asbestos testing completed.  Roll call vote: Reis – Yes, Maunu – Yes, Schilling – Yes, Belmore – Yes, Ulmer – Yes; Fuher – Yes.  Motion approved.

Ambulance Coordinator Corey Gulke presented an insurance coverage for the ambulance crew which would cover death, impairment, income protection, medical and miscellaneous benefits.  Motion by Maunu, second by Fuher to purchase the Provident Ambulance Blanket Accident Insurance.  Roll call vote: Maunu – Yes, Schilling – Yes; Belmore – Yes; Ulmer – Yes; Fuher – Yes; Reis – Yes.  Motion approved.

 Also discussed the current coverage of the ambulances and contents.  At this time the coverage is cash value.  Provident is based on replacement value.  Motion by Schilling, second by Belmore to purchase the Provident Fire/EMS-PAK Insurance.  Roll call vote: Schilling – Yes; Belmore – Yes; Ulmer – Yes; Fuher – Yes; Reis – Yes; Maunu – Yes.  Motion approved.

Gulke also discussed the vaccines available to the ambulance, police and city crew for rabies and Hep B & A.  Council decided to not compensate for the vaccines at this time.

Raffle Permits:  Motion by Reis, second by Ulmer to approve the raffle permits for Ellendale Coop Nursery School and Ellendale Music Boosters.  All members, aye.  Motion approved.

Police Officer Knutson reported on the police activity for the month of August.  Due to a dog incident a motion by Ulmer, second by Schilling to not allow the dogs involved within the City limits until the owner becomes compliant per Ordinance #10.01020-100107.  Roll call vote: Belmore – Yes; Ulmer – Yes; Fuher = Yes; Maunu – Yes; Schilling – Yes.  Reis abstained.   Motion approved.

Motion by Maunu, second by Fuher to approve the purchase of a computer with a cap of $1,000 for the police office.  Roll call vote: Ulmer – Yes; Fuher – Yes; Maunu – Yes; Belmore – Yes.  Schilling and Reis abstained.  Motion approved.

Officer Knutson reported to the Council the quotes were received for the purchase of a replacement police vehicle and necessary equipment.  Mayor Thorpe suggested a pickup which could be repurposed to the public works crew in the future.  Quotes will be gotten and a possible special meeting will be held to continue discussion prior to September 29th.

City Foreman report:  Flynn reported on the August jobs completed.  Mosquitos were discussed and spraying will continue as weather permits.  Due to the cool temperatures in the evening it has become difficult for the product to work as efficiently.  The Crew has been assessing a storm sewer; there are 3 costly options to repair the situation.  Flynn was directed to visit with City Engineer for other alternatives.  Due to the amount of rain we have received H. Swatfager will continue employment for upkeep of cemetery and other fall maintenance.

P. Swatfager will be asked to keep the inert landfill open.  Saturday hours will change beginning September 20th: Noon to 4:00 PM.  

The 2015 budget was discussed followed by a motion by Reis, second by Schilling to approve the 2015 final budget.  All members, aye.  Motion approved.

Building Permits:  Motion by Schilling, Second by Fuher to approve the following permits:  Donald/Candace Middlestead – deck.   All members, aye.  Motion approved.

Applefest committee member D. Flaherty was present to request street closures during the Applefest events.  Motion by Schilling, second by Reis to approve Main Street and a portion of 2nd Ave to be closed on Friday night and Saturday, September 12-13.  All members, aye.  Motion approved.

Motion by Ulmer, second by Schilling to approve the special permit and noise variance to the Corner Corral on Saturday, Sept. 13 for Applefest.  All members, aye.  Motion approved.

Terracon Phase I Study – The City of Ellendale has received the results of the Terracon Phase I Study.  Terracon recommended an additional investigation to evaluate further potential impacted environmental media on the site.  Due to this conclusion, a motion by Schilling, second by Reis to negate the sale of the property; return the earnest money to the Gulke’s and the cost of the survey done on this property as per the purchase agreement dated June 16, 2014.  Roll call vote: Fuher – Yes; Reis – Yes; Maunu – Yes; Schilling – Yes; Belmore – Yes; Ulmer – Yes.  Motion approved.

Motion by Belmore, second by Reis to continue with the demolition bid process for the following properties:  Lot 13, Block 6, Original Plat, Parcel #07856-000 - (71 Main Street);  Lot 4, Block 7, Original Plat, Parcel #07863-000 - (82 Main Street); Lots 18 & 19, Block 6, Original Plat Parcel #07860-000 – (95 Main St);  and Lot 3, Block 7, Original Plat, Parcel #07862-000 - (86 Main Street – owned by Aaron Tschosik).  All members, aye.  Motion approved.

Motion by Reis to set a $17 per day vehicle impound fee.  Motion died to lack of second. 

Vehicle Impound fees and the need to amend ordinances to include these fees will be discussed at next meeting.

Council will continue the Ordinance Amendment Discussion.  

Correspondence.   Auditor Middlestead reminded Council of NDLC in Minot in September.
