Mayor Flaherty called the meeting to order with Council members Reis, Ulmer, Maunu and Belmore present.  
Absent: Pahl and Schilling.
City Employees present: Building Inspector Kassa, City Attorney Radermacher, Police Chief Frannea and City Foreman Flynn.
Also present:  Johnson representing Dickey County Leader and Jean Bailey.
Motion by Reis, second by Belmore to approve the minutes from December 10th meeting.  All members present, aye.  Motion approved.  

Motion by Ulmer, second by Maunu, to approve the operating statement as presented.  All members present, aye.  Motion approved. 
Motion by Maunu, second by Ulmer, to approve the bills as presented.  All members present, aye.  Motion approved.

Raffle permits: None
City Foreman, Todd Flynn, updated the Council on December’s projects which included repair of snow removal equipment.  Circuit boards and iron were sold, and tree/wood pile at land fill burned.  There was discussion on a letter received from ND Sewage Pump pertaining to the master lift station and installing a new control panel which would be above ground.  Flynn was requested to get estimates of costs involved.  Tabled for more information.

A letter was received from Dennis Stebner in November 2012, regarding issues in Bell’s Addition.  He expressed concerns dealing with the mowing ordinance, the nuisance ordinance and abandon vehicles.  The City will be more active next year during the mowing season and will monitor neighboring areas more closely.   A plan will be formulated in the spring to address the nuisance areas.
After receiving a complaint about a sewer problem along 4th Street North, Stebner was contacted and requested to correct the situation by December 31, 2012.  Stebner has requested an extension of time due to weather conditions and feels the City should be responsible for a portion of the cost to repair.  Council decided there would be no extension of time; this situation needs to be corrected immediately. The Council also decided the City will not be responsible for any reimbursement.  Mayor Flaherty will have a conversation with Stebner.  Foreman Flynn will also verify no other property in this area has this same issue.  
Chief Frannea updated the Council on police activity for the month of December.   He also informed the council no tickets were issued due to the weekend snow fall.  
Building Inspector Kassa reported about her progress of the Martinson and Knox projects.  She and Mayor Flaherty will meet and discuss these projects.  Her plan is to continue to work on the outstanding projects and organize files.  
Council Members Maunu and Belmore, Mayor Flaherty and Auditor Middlestead submitted guidelines for proposed fence ordinance.  Discussion ensued of the impact and effect of the ordinance towards all city residents.   Attorney Radermacher will review and create an ordinance for the next council meeting.
The discussion on the procedure to sell the 3 properties deeded from Dickey County to the City of Ellendale due to unpaid taxes will be tabled to the February meeting.  Also will discuss other property owned by the City.
After discussion Attorney Radermacher will look over the Liquor License ordinance.  The Council feels there are 4 issues of concern: 1) pricing structure; 2) number of licenses; 3) adopt a beer and wine license; 4) temporary off site license. Attorney Radermacher will address ordinance amendments.
The Library board recommended an increase of 2013 wages for Marion Trautmann to $8.80 per hour and Lorna Sand to $7.76 per hour, these will be effective as of January 1st.  Motion by Ulmer, second by Maunu to approve the increase of wages.  Roll Call Vote: All members present Aye.  Motion approved.
